Ethics and Social Impact of Al

The impact of Al in healthcare research, namely drug discovery, omics studies, patient diagnosis,
telehealth, and chatbots, cannot be ignored. Al has the potential to provide better, faster, and cheaper
healthcare [29]. Thus, as it seems inevitable that these technologies will grow in demand, it is important
to analyze their social and ethical implications.

A study from the Panel for the Future of Science and Technology for the European Parliament
identified seven main risks regarding the use of Al in healthcare. (1) Patient harm due to Al errors and the
main causes of Al errors were identified as being due to clinical inputs, the shift between training and
real-life data, and the intrinsic unforeseen situations in the clinical environment, where consequences of
these include missed or false diagnosis. (2) The misuse of biomedical Al tools. Given that the way
healthcare professionals, as well as patients, utilize Al tools is fundamental to their outcome, the misuse
of Al may result in wrong decision-making and, consequently, patient harm. (3) Bias in Al and the
perpetuation of existing inequities was identified as another risk and involves Al training with data that
might have underling bias regarding age, sex, economic status, geography, or race, and can result in the
perpetuation of such bias. (4) Lack of transparency is another concern: traceability and explainability are
key concepts concerning Al transparency. Traceability is intertwined with the steps of creating Al
systems (design, development, evaluation, and deployment); explainability is understanding the reasoning
behind an Al result or solution. Without these concepts, there can be no trust in Al predictions. (5) Then,
privacy and security issues may arise. Data have become a very valuable currency. Sharing personal data
without consent, data repurposing, and cyberattacks can violate confidentiality and patient privacy. (6)
Gaps in accountability, i.e., whether Al developers or healthcare workers are responsible if an error
occurs, are not well defined in European and international law. This can put healthcare professionals in a
vulnerable position and leave patients unprotected. (7) Obstacles in implementation in real-world
healthcare due to the unfamiliarity of Al tools and poor integration into existing clinical workflows can
pose a problem. Also, professionals must be well versed in these tools to mitigate the reshaping of
physician—patient relationships [59].
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Regarding the agri-food sector, the same panel identified several issues that need attention: farmers’
rights and expectations; technology providers and the public; regulation of the exploitation and
governance of the European databases; risk and liability for technology providers and users; automation
and the protection of farm workers; transparency and quality assurance of Al models; digital literacy and
the digital divide; legislation that prevents farmers from becoming locked-in to corporate digital
technology; policies towards new market entrants that limit the dominant positions of first movers;
affordability and accessibility of the data infrastructure and the information technology network; and
supporting investment by farmers or SMEs (small and medium-sized enterprises) to make use of potential
Al benefits [65].
