What is digital dependence eroding human memory? The impact of modern media
technologies on human brain. Over-reliance on using computers.
- The internet has been around for less than 3 decades, but the technology has already had an
immense impact on the way humanity functions. This is apparent to us all in the way people
communicate, foster relationships, and source information.
But there is one thing that scientists are still unsure of: What effect is the online world having

on human brains?

Neuroplasticity (or the brain’s ability to structurally change over time) means that the
experiences and lessons we gain from internet use could be having a significant impact.
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Identifying and understanding these changes in children and young adults is particularly
important as their brains are still developing. The World Health Organization (WHO) have
already issued concern, recommending that children younger than 5 years old should spend no
more than 1 hour in front of a screen on any day.

The latest review considered three areas: the capacity for attention and concentration;
memory processes; and social cognition.

Researchers first looked at digital multitasking. Evidence showed that doing multiple
things online did not improve people’s ability to multitask elsewhere. In fact, it could make
people more likely to pay attention to new distractions.

While previous generations had to store facts mentally, modern humans can now leave
factual content to the internet. This may actually provide some benefits to the brain, allowing it
to focus on other, more ambitious tasks.

2. IlnaH-KOHCIEKT OTBETA.

Mass media manipulation: how can we minimize its effects?

- In media studies, media psychology, communication theory, and sociology, media influence
and media effects are topics relating to mass media and media culture's effects on individual or
an audience's thoughts, attitudes, and behavior. Whether it is written, televised, or spoken, mass
media reaches a large audience. Mass media is known as being one of the most significant
forces in modern culture.

The influence of mass media has an effect on many aspects of human life, which can
include voting a certain way, individual views and beliefs, or skewing a person's knowledge of
a specific topic due to being provided false information. Media is an ever-changing field and is
being critiqued now more than ever by the general public. The overall influence of mass media
has increased drastically over the years, and will continue to do so as the media itself improves.

Media influence is the actual force exerted by a media message, resulting in either a
change or reinforcement in audience or individual beliefs. Media effects are measurable effects
that result from media influence or a media message. Whether a media message has an effect
on any of its audience members is contingent on many factors, including audience
demographics and psychological characteristics. These effects can be positive or negative,
abrupt or gradual, short-term or long-lasting. Not all effects result in change; some media
messages reinforce an existing belief. Researchers examine an audience after media exposure
for changes in cognition, belief systems, and attitudes, as well as emotional, physiological and
behavioral effects.

The world is a strange place. And we mean that in the nicest possible way, too. This is a
world of so many different cultures and traditions and ideas, some of which can seem pretty
weird to those who have only just been exposed to them.

Many of the following attractions are just normal to the people who created them.
They’re expressions of culture, markers of history. To see these things is to understand the
world a little better, to accept its quirks and marvel at its eccentricities.

No one knows who built Stonehenge, or why, but we do know who built Carhenge
(artist Jim Reinders and his family) and why (as a tribute to his father, and because it’s cool).
The Stonehenge replica uses 38 classic cars, all painted gray and arranged in the same
proportions as the original. Since the dedication of Carhenge (on the summer solstice in 1987)
other works of car art have been added to the site, including Reinders’ Ford Seasons, inspired
by Vivaldi’s Four Seasons.

What are the main forms and peculiarities of modern art? Why do some people doubt its value?

Modern art embraces a wide variety of movements, theories, and attitudes whose
modernism resides particularly in a tendency to reject traditional, historical, or academic forms
and conventions in an effort to create an art more in keeping with changed social, economic,
and intellectual conditions.

An important trend that began in the 20th century was that of abstract, or nonobjective,

art — i.e., art in which little or no attempt is made to objectively reproduce or depict the
appearances or forms of objects in the realm of nature or the existing physical world. It should
also be noted that the development of photography and of allied photomechanical techniques of
reproduction has had an obscure but certainly important influence on the development of
modern art, because these mechanical techniques freed (or deprived) manually executed
drawing and painting of their hitherto crucial role as the only means of accurately depicting the
visible world.

Contemporary art is the art of today, produced in the second half of the 20th century or
in the 21st century. Contemporary artists work in a globally influenced, culturally diverse, and
technologically advancing world. Their art is a dynamic combination of materials, methods,
concepts, and subjects that continue the challenging of boundaries that was already well
underway in the 20th century. Diverse and eclectic, contemporary art as a whole is
distinguished by the very lack of a uniform, organizing principle, ideology, or "-ism".
Contemporary art is part of a cultural dialogue that concerns larger contextual frameworks such
as personal and cultural identity, family, community, and nationality.

Contemporary art can sometimes seem at odds with a public that does not feel that art
and its institutions share its values. In Britain, in the 1990s, contemporary art became a part of
popular culture, with artists becoming stars, but this did not lead to a hoped-for "cultural
utopia". Some critics have suggested that skepticism, even rejection, is a legitimate and
reasonable response to much contemporary art. However, the acceptance of nontraditional art
in museums has increased due to changing perspectives on what constitutes an art piece.

low degree of integration or common values and a high degree of distance or isolation
between individuals, or between an individual and a group of people in a community or
work environment. Its sources are deeply embedded in the social organization of the modern
world. Social isolation manifests itself in: feeling helpless; feeling that the world is empty or
meaningless; feeling left out of conversations or events; feeling different or separate from
everyone else; having difficulty approaching and speaking with others, especially parents;
feeling unsafe when interacting with others. (Social alienation is a multifaceted problem).

6. [InaH-KOHCIIEKT OTBETA.

Nanny state is a term of British origin that conveys a view that a government or its policies are
overprotective or interfering unduly with personal choice. The term "nanny state" likens
government to the role that a nanny has in child rearing. Coercive nanny state policies create a
number of problems and costs. High prices fuel the black market and lead to corruption.
Advertising bans restrict competition and stifle innovation. Smoking bans cause serious
damage to the hospitality industry. (Excessive regulation creates excessive bureaucracy and
drains police resources).

7. IL1aH-KOHCIIEKT OTBETA.
Should all entertainments with animals be banned since it interferes with animal rights?

“Animals in Entertainment” refers to any animal(s) used to act, perform, fight and/or
kill for the enjoyment of humans. The term encompasses many different forms of
entertainment — from circuses to movies to bullfighting. Except for a few situations, most
animals are taken out of their natural environment to perform acts not typically in their
behavioral repertoire. Domestic animals that appear in films are an exception as many are able
to stay in their natural habitat. Exotic animals used for entertainment, such as elephants, tigers,
and dolphins, are taken from their respective habitats and may be starved, beaten or otherwise
maltreated to become submissive to a trainer.

Many of these animals are continually maltreated throughout their performance years in
an effort to make them behave accordingly. Most of the training occurs privately, making it
easy for many to deny that cruelty to animals exists in the entertainment field. However, if one
looks closely during the circus, for example, it is apparent how these animals are treated -
performers threaten tigers with a whip and often hit elephants with metal rung on their legs.

Animals have been and will continue to be used in entertainment, often to the detriment
of the animals. While laws are helpful in banning and regulating certain practices, it is the
demand for the entertainment that will always keep the business flourishing. Dog fighting and
cock fighting are illegal in many parts of the world yet it is often practiced illegally.

Some countries, including Sweden, Austria, Costa Rica, India, Finland, and Singapore
have restricted the use of animals in entertainment (Wikipedia).The UK and Scottish
Parliaments have committed to ban certain wild animals in travelling circuses. Many people
are starting to feel uncertain about animal acts in circuses and are opting to avoid circuses and
find alternative forms of entertainment. Cirque du Soleil is one example of a growing trend —
an animal-free circus.

8. Il1aH-KOHCIIEKT OTBETA.
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What are the social implications of vegetarianism and veganism as a global trend?

Veganism is the practice of abstaining from the use of animal products, particularly in
diet, and an associated philosophy that rejects the commodity status of animals. A follower of
the diet or the philosophy is known as a vegan. Distinctions may be made between several
categories of veganism.

According to the Vegan Society, there were 600,000 vegans in Great Britain in 2018
(1.16% of the population) making veganism one of the fastest growing lifestyle movements.
Most restaurants offer at least one vegan option reflecting the popularity of the diet in society.
Veganism has made a visible shift from a small alternative sub culture to a more accepted part
of the mainstream. The top three most-searched questions on the topic in the UK ask what
veganism is, about its sustainability and how it affects climate change.

The vegan market has changed fundamentally in the last six or seven years - it's now for
everyone. Social media has brought it to the forefront of customer's minds, and the mainstream.
It's not seen any more as a choice for life, but as a choice for one meal, one moment, for one or
two days a week. Flexitarianism, part-time vegetarianism or veganism, is becoming more and
more popular.

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1. IInaH-KOHCIIEKT OTBETA.
How does our attitude to money, job and occupation reflect our identity?

- With the economy today — high unemployment, low incomes, and companies cutting

benefits — it’s hard to have positive thoughts when you think about money.

The first step to making sure the candidate gets a glimpse of your culture is creating
attractive job descriptions. (Global companies and corporations, like Amazon and Google,
have the benefit of their brand speaking for them, but smaller businesses have to work harder
to articulate their mission and culture).

Justin Cerilli, managing director of financial services for executive search and
leadership transition firm Russell Reynolds and Associates, says the best job descriptions
“combine a little bit of marketing, the reality of the role, the necessary skills and competencies,
and the organization’s culture.”

While most job descriptions usually cover the primary, day-to-day responsibilities, not
many include growth opportunities the position affords the candidate. It’s becoming less
common for workers to stay with the same company for longer than a couple of years, and to
prevent high turnover, the best candidates want to know that the position allows room for
growth.

2. IlnaH-KOHCHEKT OTBETA.
What kinds of qualities are needed to become a highly-qualified specialist?

- The job market could be loosely divided into two categories: generalist and specialist
jobs. If you are at the start of your career, you are probably pondering which route you should
take. You might even be well into your career, but have suddenly begun wondering whether
you’ve made the right choice.

What is the definition of a generalist and a specialist? The Merriam-Webster
dictionary’s simple definition of a generalist states a generalist is “a person who knows
something about a lot of subjects”. A specialist is defined as “a person who has special
knowledge and skill relating to a particular job, area of study”.

Therefore, generalists are the “jacks of all trade” (they have an understanding of a wide
range of things). They might be able to solve your computer problem while also programming
you a handy little app. On the other hand, specialists are the experts in their specific field.
Whilst a specialist might not be able to know how to find the best employees to your business,
they can draw up the best employment contracts as a seasoned employment lawyer.

3. IInaH-KOHCIEKT OTBETA.
Speak about transformation of moral values (idea of success, status — not money or job; self-
employed or employee).

- Thomas Jefferson said “Money not morality is the principle of commerce and
commercial nations.” While commercial interests have become an integral part of a country’s
national policy debates arise of its conflict with morality.

The history of man has been plagued with corruption, greed, violence, etc which shows
the lack of morality. Such was the history prior to introduction of any monetary system. Hence
even before money was introduced morality was compromised in a number of ways. Moreover,
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enough evidence shows that lack of morality may not have been driven by monetary needs, for
example, Hitler’s or Stalin’s actions.

Money was basically introduced to assign values to goods and services and aid its
transactions. Hence money would monetize a person's hard labor, allow nation to distribute its
resources though money and even help in charity. Thus money by itself was to be used as a
tool to fulfill our needs with ease.

Erosion of morality can be explained in the following backdrop: Erosion of one’s own
character inherently leads to erosion of moral values. Thus a dishonest, unsympathetic, self-
centered person will be inherently driven by his own need even if they are immoral, for
example, cheating in exam, harassing colleagues, discrimination, exploitation, etc.

4.11naH-KOHCIIEKT OTBETA.
What are the top-priority communication technology issues mankind is facing nowadays?

Technology has revolutionized the way we communicate in our personal and professional
lives, but it also causes potential problems. Spending too much time online can be socially
isolating. Failure to protect your computer from hackers can compromise personal information.
Communication technology is a useful tool, but by taking simple measures to protect online
security and spending time offline with real friends, we needn't let it dominate our lives.

Email, online chat rooms and social networking sites enable people to keep in touch, but
psychologists are concerned that the lack of real human contact may have an adverse effect on
people's emotional and social well-being. Aric Sigman, an American psychologist and
biologist, says that social networking sites foster social isolation and could put people at risk of
developing serious health problems.

Cybercriminals exploit communication technology to steal financial information and
perpetrate identity theft. They do this by installing illegal spyware on people’s computers
without their consent, or by exploiting security vulnerabilities on online merchants’ websites to
steal customers’ bank and credit card details.

5.I1naH-KOHCHIEKT OTBETA.
To what extent can historical films interpret/distort the events they depict?

When considering whether film-makers have a responsibility to history, it’s difficult
to define with any consistency what is acceptable or unacceptable artistic licence.

There have been attempts in some countries to enforce legal limits on how film-
makers treat history. The Indian Central Board of Film Certification has considered screening
films with a historical element to selected historians, and letting them censor accordingly.
Clearly, this would be an imposition on freedoms of speech and expression — as well as
expensive, time-consuming and patronizing. If any government says the public are too mushy-
minded to be allowed to watch a historical movie unsupervised, many will consider that an
intolerable move towards a “nanny state”.

Furthermore, it seems unfair to make film-makers obey historians when historians
often disagree among themselves. Experts are divided over whether Mary Queen of Scots
should have a Scottish accent, as Saoirse Ronan does in the film, or whether she would have
sounded French. This can’t be settled conclusively without a time machine. Even if we had
one, we might find that 16th-century Scottish and French accents were different from those we
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recognize, and that the colloquial speech patterns of early, modern English were nothing like
modern film dialogue either.

If we can’t make clear rules about what constitutes acceptable historical
fictionalisation, and we don’t want our governments to set up bureaucracies to enforce them,
we are left with our present situation. Film-makers will make whatever historical films they
can get funded. Some care deeply about history, and do feel a responsibility towards it, but
they are paid by studios and investors to do a job that is not that of a historian. If we want film-
makers to prioritize responsibilities to history or art rather than commerce, they need more
public funding. As it is, films are generally commercial products. It’s up to us to choose what
we watch and how we respond.

6.ITnan-koncnekT orBera. What examples of nanny state policies can you give?

Nanny state is a term of British origin that conveys a view that a government or its
policies are overprotective or interfering unduly with personal choice. The term "nanny state"
likens government to the role that a nanny has in child rearing.

Tobacco consumption and plain cigarette packaging. The argument for plain cigarette
packaging is one of the most stark examples of how Nanny State regulations treat individuals
as childish automatons. Plain packaging involves the complete removal of any brand logos,
special colours or fonts, pictures or any other unique packaging design, to be replaced by only
the brand name in a mandatory font, complemented by health warnings.

Banning junk food ads. There are literally dozens of proposals to deal with Australia’s
love of junk food. The National Preventative Health Taskforce has recommended everything
from subsidies for gym memberships to subsidizing fresh fruit. But the most prominent

proposal — and one which has had the longest running support from the public health

community — is a ban on junk food ads targeting children, or a ban on junk food ads broadcast
during children’s programming.

Internet filters. The primary justification for the internet filter, like so many Nanny State
measures, is the protection of children-protecting children from ‘inappropriate’ internet
content, like legal pornography or violent websites, as well as the policing of child
pornography. But these are two totally separate issues, demanding two separate approaches.
Protecting children against inappropriate content is the sort of task parents can easily perform-
apart from basic supervision of what children look at online, there is an extremely wide variety
of filtering software that can be installed on computers which children may access.

The long and steady decline of literary reading. Are we missing out on a unique reading
experience that no other type of writing can match?
- Americans are increasingly unlikely to read literature. Measuring the ways adult Americans
interact with and engage in the arts — from reading a book to playing an instrument to attending
a performance — this year’s survey shows that only 43% of Americans read “novels, short
stories, or plays not required for work or school.” Although the NEA’s research excludes
narrative non-fiction and newer storytelling genres like blog posts and podcasts, the research
suggests that reading rigorous literature may shrink away to nothing, with fewer and fewer
Americans taking the time to explore the magic of literary worlds.
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These statistics tell an unhappy story about people’s ability to access literature in the
United States, and more importantly, to access education more broadly. Science has
demonstrated the many benefits literary reading offers to those who engage in it, among them
less stress, improved empathy and social skills and decreased racial bias. People who read
actually live longer.

A good novel has a unique ability to open up conversation and bring us closer to one

another, to enable us to share topics that are otherwise difficult to discuss.
One reason suggested by the report for the decline in literary fiction sales is the recession,
happening at the same time as the rise of cheap and easy entertainment. What else can we do to
turn the tide beyond adding to this wireless world? Well, maybe we can’t change the tide. And
if we can’t, at least we can each individually give our lives depth and richness through books.

Through reading them. Through talking about them. Perhaps even adding richness
around us by recommending good literature to our friends and family.

What factors impact successful time management?

Time management is the process of planning and exercising conscious control of time
spent on specific activities, especially to increase effectiveness, efficiency, and productivity. It
involves a juggling act of various demands upon a person relating to work, social life, family,
hobbies, personal interests and commitments with the finiteness of time. Using time effectively
gives the person “choice” on spending/managing activities at their own time and expediency.

Time management may be aided by a range of skills, tools, and techniques used to
manage time when accomplishing specific tasks, projects, and goals complying with a due
date. Initially, time management referred to just business or work activities, but eventually the
term broadened to include personal activities as well. A time management system is a designed
combination of processes, tools, techniques, and methods. Time management is usually a
necessity in any project development as it determines the project completion time and scope. It
is also important to understand that both technical and structural differences in time
management exist due to variations in cultural concepts of time.

Real time management is not about doing your job well. It is about living your life well.
You should have time for everything you want to do, and that includes work, play, and just
taking the time now and then to sit and stare, because that’s when you get your most creative
ideas. So here are the nine rules for successful time management:
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1) Start your day right. Don’t rush into the day. Take a few minutes to sit quietly and gather
your thoughts. Remember what’s really important to you and prepare yourself inwardly to
meet whatever the day brings.

2) Have a plan for what you want to accomplish. Have a set of reasonable goals for what you
will be able to do that day.

3) Break tasks into reasonable units. Looking at a big task can make you feel overwhelmed
and hopeless. And unless you’re careful, it can keep you from doing other things you
need to do. So break it up into chewable bites so you know what you’ll get done today,
and what you’ll do each day over the coming week.

4) Prioritize tasks and refuse inessential tasks. Decide what’s the best order to do things,
what needs to get done no matter what, and what you can forget about. That may mean
saying “no” to other people who want you to do things that you don’t have time for.

5) Delegate if possible.

6) Plan time for meals, exercising, and socializing. That old Puritan ethic can keep you
working non-stop — until you burn out and decide to stop for good! Before that happens,
make the time to do things that make your life complete.

7) Follow a big push with relaxation. Sometimes you have to work hard to meet a deadline.
Or maybe you feel inspired and you work well into the night. That’s great. But I you can’t
keep up that intensity forever. Even if you have to force yourself to take time off, do it.

8) Practice the 10-minute rule. We all have tasks we dread to do. We put off starting them
and they loom before us, keeping us in a state of anxiety that drains our energy. The rule
is to just work on it for 10 minutes. Chances are, once you get started, you’ll keep
working on it, but start out planning just 10 minutes.

9) End each day with a plan for tomorrow. You might like to end your day by making a
quick list of what you need to do the next day.

Social alienation is a condition in social relationships reflected by a low degree of integration
or common values and a high degree of distance or isolation between individuals, or between
an individual and a group of people in a community or work environment. Its sources are
deeply embedded in the social organization of the modern world. (Social isolation manifests
itself in: feeling helpless; feeling that the world is empty or meaningless; feeling left out of
conversations or events; feeling different or separate from everyone else; having difficulty
approaching and speaking with others, especially parents; feeling unsafe when interacting with
others).

11. I1naH-KOHCIIEKT OTBETA.

Multitasking reduces your efficiency and performance because your brain can only focus on
one thing at a time. When you try to do two things at once, your brain lacks the capacity to
perform both tasks successfully. Research also shows that, in addition to slowing you down,
multitasking lowers your 1Q. (Here are some more negative effects that media multitasking has:
impairing performance, reducing productivity, lowering concentration, making it more difficult
to select relevant information, slowing down the switching between tasks).

12. IIl1aH-KOHCIIEKT OTBETA.
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Students who learn history by watching historically based blockbuster movies may be doomed
to repeat the historical mistakes portrayed within them. Showing popular history movies in a
classroom setting can be a double-edged sword when it comes to helping students learn and
retain factual information in associated textbooks. Although films may increase learning and
interest in the classroom, educators should be aware that students might learn inaccurate
information, too, even if the correct information has been presented in a text. (More broadly,
these same positive and negative effects apply to the consumption of popular history films by
the general public).

13.Work-life balance is the lack of opposition between work and other life roles. It is the state
of equilibrium in which demands of personal life, professional life, and family life are equal.
Work-life balance consists of, but it is not limited to, flexible work arrangements that allow
employees to carry out other life programs and practices. The term ‘work-life balance’ is recent
in origin, as it was first used in UK and US in the late 1970s and 1980s, respectively. Work-life
balance is a term commonly used to describe the balance that a working individual needs
between time allocated for work and other aspects of life. Areas of life other than work-life can
include personal interests, family and social or leisure activities. (People should take into a
serious consideration how they organize their days, for example, how many hours they spend at
work, and how much time they spend with friends or doing things they enjoy).

Many
companies integrate customer service into their business culture through training and the
design (and frequent redesign) of relevant business processes. In most cases, the business plan
dictates how they will provide quality customer service.

As the owner of the company, you must have a positive attitude and accept 100 percent
of the responsibility for the results of your business. When you accept responsibility, you can
act to make the necessary changes to accomplish the desired results. Then, when success is
achieved, you're generous in giving credit to others within the organization. Without exception,
the most successful business owners understand that it's all about people: hiring and retaining
the right people, eliminating ineffective people and providing the necessary resources for
employees to master their tasks.

The benefits of such prosocial
spending emerge among adults around the world, and the warm glow of giving can be detected
even in toddlers. (These benefits are most likely to emerge when giving satisfies one or more
core human needs).
