1. Characterize the following branches of modern linguistics: General or
theoretical linguistics; Contrastive linguistics, Comparative linguistics, Historical
linguistics;  Applied  linguistics;,  Sociolinguistics;,  Psycholinguistics,
Computational linguistics, Developmental linguistics, Anthropological linguistics

General or theoretical linguistics tries to determine universal principles for
studying languages and to describe the general features of language.

Contrastive linguistics concentrates upon the differences between
languages. Its findings are often applied in the context of language teaching.

Comparative linguistics studies different languages looking for similar
characteristics. These languages may have common historical origin though the
main emphasis of the analysis is usually placed on the structural correspondences
between languages under investigation.

Historical linguistics analyses the development of language in time,
registering the changes that have taken place in it.

Applied linguistics is concerned with the application of linguistic theories
and their findings in solving various language problem, mostly in the teaching of
foreign languages, studying language disorders, in translation, lexicography, and
stylistics.

Sociolinguistics studies the relationship between language and society,
taking into consideration standard and non-standard forms of language, regional
and social varieties with reference to such concepts as ethnicity, social status, sex,
age, etc.

Psycholinguistics is a branch of linguistics which studies the relationship
between linguistic behaviour and the mental processes. It is interested in how
mental processes influence the production and perception of speech.

Computational linguistics uses computer techniques and applies them in
automatic translation and speech analysis using corpora for large-scale statistical
investigation and computational processing of spoken and written texts.

Developmental linguistics is concerned with the study of the acquisition of
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language by children, describing the stages and patterns of development and
explaining the typical features and variations.

Anthropological linguistics studies language variation and usage in relation
to culture. Emphasis is often placed on the analysis of the so-called non-Western
languages.

3. Characterize Discourse analysis as a branch of modern linguistics.
Explain how the term is interpreted by different scholars.

Discourse analysis is the study of language, a sub-field of linguistics. It is a
diverse and rapidly developing field.

My chief aim is to introduce some of the basic terms and concepts involved
in discourse analysis.

The term ‘discourse analysis’ was first employed by the sentence linguist
Zellig Harris in his 1952 article entitled ‘Discourse Analysis’.

Discourse analysis The branch of linguistics that focuses on language use
above and beyond the sentence, how language is used in context. Discourse
analysis relates the forms of language (sounds, morphemes, words, and sentences)
to units of language use larger than sentences and to aspects of the world in which
language is used. [Schiffrin, Debora. Discourse // An Introduction to Language and
Linguistics / Eds. Fasold, R. & Connor-Linton, J. Cambridge University Press.
2013. P. 500.]

Different interpretations:

Discourse analysis examines how stretches of language, considered in their
full textual, social, and psychological context, become meaningful and unified for
their users [Cook 1990: ix].

Discourse analysis — the branch of linguistics that focuses on language use
above and beyond the sentence, how language is used in context [Schiffrin 2013:
500].

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Discourse analysts study the ways sentences and utterances go together to
make texts and interactions and how those texts and interactions fit into our social
world [Jones 2012: 2].

DA is a multi-layered attempt to observe, unravel and critique the acts of
construction.

4. Dwell on the basic principles of ‘doing’discourse analysis as summarized
by Teun A. van Dijk.

According to van Dijk, the basic principles of discourse analysis have to
be:

1. Naturally occurring text and talk

‘Real data’ instead of ‘constructed examples’, studied as ‘it is’. Close to their
actual appearance or in their original contexts.

2. Contexts

Context structures need to analyzed in detail: settings, participants, their
social roles, goals, relevant social knowledge, norms, values.

3. Discourse as Talk

Talk is considered as a primordial form of discourse. The studies, however,
should not lead to a neglect of the written texts in society.

4. Discourse as social practice of members

Users are engaged in discourse not merely as individuals, but as members of
various groups, institutions or cultures.

5. Sequentiality

Discourse is largely linear and sequential. At all levels, structural units
(sentences, propositions, acts) it should be interpreted relative to preceding ones,
as 1s most obvious in various forms of coherence.

6. Constructivity

Discourses are constructive in the sense that their constitutive units may be
functionally used, understood or analyzed as elements of larger ones, thus also
creating hierarchical structures. This applies to forms as well as to meaning and
interaction.

7. Levels and dimensions

Discourse analysts tend to decompose discourse at various layers and at the
same time to mutually relate such levels (sounds, forms, meanings). Language
users strategically manage several levels of discourse at the same time.

8. Meaning and function

Key questions: “What does this mean here?”’; “Why is this being said here?”

9. Rules

Discourse is rule-governed. Socially shared grammatical, textual,
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communicative or interactional rules. It is also interesting how rules may be
violated, ignored or changed, and what the discursive functions are of apparent
violations.

10. Strategies

Language users know and apply mental and interactional strategies in the
understanding and accomplishment of discourse and the realization of their
communicative goals.

11. Social cognition

5. What is implicature? Explain the difference between conventional and
conversational implicatures. Give examples.

Implicature — additional conveyed meaning.

Grice distinguished two different sorts of implicature:

e conventional implicature
e conversational implicature

They have in common the property that they both convey an additional level
of meaning, beyond the semantic meaning of the words uttered.

They differ in that in the case of conventional implicature the same
implicature 1s always conveyed, regardless of context.

In the case of conversational implicature, what is implied varies according
to the context of utterance. Conventional implicature

A conventional implicature is not dependent on the conversation, but is
inherent to the lexical item or syntactic structure that gives rise to the implicature.
[Barrie 2021: 199].

There are comparatively few examples of conventional implicatures: but,
even, therefore and yet.

... She was cursed with a stammer, unmarried but far from stupid.

Although it is not actually asserted that unmarried people (or people who
stammer) are stupid, the word but definitely implies that this is the case.

The word but carries the implicature that what follows will run counter to
expectations — this sense of the word but always carries this implicature,
regardless of the context in which it occurs (My friends were poor, but honest; He
is small, but perfectly formed).

Conversational implicature

It arises only in a particular context of utterance. e.g.

John: Are you going to Fred's Party tonight?

Barb: I have to work late.

Barb’s answer doesn’t appear to have anything to do with John’s question.

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What she means, of course, is that she is unable to go to Fred’s party.

6. Comment on Gricean maxims. What happens when people fail to observe
the maxims?

In ‘Logic and conversation’ Grice proposed four maxims, the maxims of
Quantity, Quality, Relation and Manner, which were formulated as follows:

Quantity: Make your contribution as informative as is required (for the
current purpose of the exchange). Do not make your contribution more informative
than is required.

Quality: Do not say what you believe to be false. Do not say that for which
you lack adequate evidence (not give information that is false or that is not
supported by evidence.).

Relation: Be relevant (says things that are pertinent to the discussion).

Manner: Avoid obscurity of expression. Avoid ambiguity. Be brief (avoid
unnecessary prolixity). Be orderly.

Grice was well aware that there are occasions when people fail to observe
the maxims. There are five ways of failing to observe a maxim: Flouting a maxim,
Violating a maxim, Infringing a maxim, Opting out of a maxim, Suspending a
maxim

7. What assumptions is Cognitive grammar based on? Comment on them.

A Cognitive Grammar is based on the following assumptions:

1. The grammar of a language is part of human cognition and interacts with
other cognitive faculties (perception, attention, memory).

2. The grammar of a language reflects generalizations about phenomena in
the world as the speakers experience them.

3. Forms of grammar are meaningful and never “empty” or meaningless.

4. The grammar of a language represents the whole of a native speaker’s
knowledge of both the lexical categories and the grammatical structures of
language.

5. The grammar of a language is usage-based in that it provides speakers
with a variety of structural options to present their view of a given scene.

8. Disclose the principles of categorization posited by Prototype theory.

Prototype theory is most closely associated with the experimental research
of cognitive psychologist Eleanor Rosch and her colleagues.

1. Principle of cognitive economy

A human being attempts to gain as much information as possible about its
environment while minimizing cognitive effort and resources.
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2. Principle of perceived world structure

The world around us has correlational structure. For instance, the wings
frequently co-occur with feathers and the ability to fly (birds), rather than with fur
or the ability to breathe under-water.

These two principles give rise to the human categorisation system.

It has two dimensions: a horizontal and a vertical dimension.

9. Characterize the British National corpus according to the following
criteria: Size; Sections/Subcorpora;, Composition (text categories, genres);
Related projects,; Access/cost.

The first and best-known national corpus (BNC). It is designed to represent
as wide a range of modern British English as possible so as to “make it possible to
say something about language in general”. The BNC comprises approximately 100
million words of written texts (90%) and transcripts of speech (10%) in modern
British English.

10. Characterize the American National Corpus according to the following
criteria: Size; Sections/Subcorpora;, Composition (text categories, genres);
Related projects; Access/cost.

The American National Corpus (ANC) project was initiated in 1998 with the
aim of building a corpus comparable to the BNC. While the ANC follows the
general design of the BNC, there are differences with regarding to its sampling
period and text categories. The ANC only samples language data produced from
1990 onwards whereas the sampling period for the BNC is 1960-1993.
