1. Stonehenge — the monument of ancient culture.

Stonehenge is a prehistoric, mysterious circle of upright stones in southern
England. Construction on the great monument began 5,000 years ago; the famous
stones that still stand today were put in place about 4,000 years ago.

The great age, massive scale and mysterious purpose of Stonehenge draw over
800,000 visitors per year, and several thousand gather on the summer solstice to
watch the sunrise at this ancient and mystical site.

History of Stonehenge

The current site is only part of the original Stonehenge. The original construction
has suffered a great deal from both weather damage and human pillage of its rock
over the years.

Archaeologists believe the construction of the site was carried out in three main
stages, which have been labeled Stonehenge I, Stonehenge Il and Stonehenge III.
The native Neolithic people of England began construction of Stonehenge I by
digging a circular ditch using deer antlers as picks. The circle 1s 320 feet in
diameter, and the ditch itself was 20 feet wide and 7 feet deep.

Next, they used the chalky rubble taken from the ditch to built a steep bank circle
just inside the outer circle. Inside the bank circle, they dug 56 shallow holes
known as the Aubrey holes (named after their discoverer, 17th century scholar
John Aubrey).

Finally, two parallel stones were erected at the entrance to the circle, one of
which, the Slaughter Stone, still survives.

Stonehenge I seems to have been used for about 500 years and then abandoned.
Construction of Stonehenge II began around 2100 BC. In this phase, a semicircle
of granite stones known as bluestones (from their original coloring) was
assembled within the original bank and ditch circles. Several aspects of this phase
are intriguing.

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First, the bluestones come from the Preseli Mountains in South Wales, nearly 250
miles away. There were about 80 of them, weighing up to 4 tons each. How they
were transported is not known, although scholars don't regard the feat as
impossible and various theories have been presented.

It is intriguing to wonder, however, what makes the Stonehenge site so special
that so much effort would be expended to drag the giant stones 250 miles instead
of constructing the monument near the quarry.

Second, the entranceway to the semicircle of bluestones is aligned with the
midsummer sunrise. The alignment was continued by the clearing of a new
approach to the site, "The Avenue," which has ditches and banks on either side
like the original outer circle.

Stonehenge 111 is the stone circle that is still visible today. During this phase,
which was started in about 2000 BC, the builders constructed a circle of upright
sarsen stones, each pair of which was topped with a stone lintel (horizontal). The
lintels are curved to create a complete circle on top.

There were originally 30 upright stones; 17 of these still stand. These stones
came from the Marlborough Downs, 20 miles to the north, are 7 feet tall and
weigh 50 tons each. The outside surfaces of all these stones were pounded
smooth with hammers, and dovetail joints fasten the lintels to their uprights.
Within this stone ring was erected a horseshoe formation of the same
construction, using 10 upright stones. Eight of the original ten stones remain.

The geographical position and climate of Britain ‘affect its social and economic
life. It has a milder climate and its countryside is varied. The north and west are
hilly, while the south and east are low-lying and have better agricultural
conditions. So that the south east Britain has always been populated. The insular
position, on the one hand, protected the country from invasions; and on the other
— the lowland facing the continent always invited invasions.

The first ever inhabitants are believed to be hunters of the Old Stone Age who
came from the Continent, to be followed by new waves of imigrants.

By the end of the Stone Age the Beaker people who were called so after the clay
mugs or "beakers" they could make,— were farmers and metal was already being
used.

The beginning of the Stone Age coin’cided with the arrival of new invaders,
mainly from France. They were the Celts. Re’puted to be tall, fair and well built,
they had artistic skills and were good craftsmen. It was the Brythonic tribe of the
Celts that gave its name to the whole country. The culture of Celts in the Iron Age
was not altogether barbaric. Their Priests, the Druids, were skillful in teaching
and administration.

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The first several waves of invaders were fresh stages in British, which brought
new methods and influenced changes in British development, as well as its
economic and social forces.

The Roman Emperor Julius Caesar carried out two expeditions in 55 and 54 BC,
but his summer expeditions were a failure. The Romans saw their mission of
civilizing the country. In 43 AD Emperor Claudius sent his legions over the seas
to occupy Britain. The British were not conquered easily. There was a resistance
in Wales and the Romans destroyed the Druids.

There was a revolt in East Anglia, where Queen Boadicea (Boudicca) and her
daughters were fighting against Roman soldiers and were defeated. The Roman
occupation was spread mainly over England, while Wales, Scotland and Ireland
remained unconquered areas, preserving Celtic culture and traditions. The
Romans were in Great Britain for over 350 years, they were both an occupying
army and the rulers. They imposed Pax Romana,— Roman peace — which stopped
tribal wars, and protected Britain from the attacks of outsiders — Picts in the
North, Saxons from overseas.

The greatest material monument of the ancient population of the British Isles is
Stonehenge on the Salisbury plain,— a monumental stone circle and a memorial of
the Stone Age culture.

The tribes of Angles, Saxons and Jutes were making raids against the British
throughout the fifth and sixth centuries. The British Celts tried to check the Ger-
manic tribes, and that was the period of the half-legendary King Arthur and his
knights of the Round Table who defended Christianity against the heathen Anglo-
Saxons.

The Germanic invaders managed to settle and oust the British population to the
mountainous parts of Great Britain. The Anglo-Saxons controlled the central part
of Britain which was described as England.

The Anglo-Saxon England was a network of small kingdoms.

The seventh century saw the establishment of seven kingdoms: Essex (East
Saxons), Sussex (South Saxons), Wessex (West Saxons), East Anglia (East
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Angles), Kent, Mersia and Northumbria, and the largest three of them —
Northumbria, Mercia and Wessex — dominated the country at different times.
Note how Anglo-Saxon England was divided into Seven Kingdoms, known as the
Heptarchy. The chart shows how each Kingdom was split up, and how each part
had its own moot, or council, to look after its affairs. The Witan was the council
for the country.

The Anglo-Saxon kings were elected by the members of the Council of Chief-
tains (the Witan) (see Chart I, p. 9) and they ruled with the advice of the coun-
cilors.

By the end of the eighth century the British Isles were subjected to one more
invasion by nonChristian people from Scandinavia.

They were called Norsemen or Danes, or the Vikings. The Vikings were brilliant
sailors, they had the fastest boats in Europe. By the middle of the ninth century
almost all English Kingdoms were defeated by the Danes. In 870 only Wessex
was left to resist the barbaric Danes. At that time Wessex got a new young King,
his name was Alfred, later he was called Alfred the Great. And no other king
has earned this title. Alfred forced the Danes to come to terms — to accept
Christianity and live within the frontiers of the Danelaw — a large part of Eastern
England, while he was master of the South and West of England.

King Alfred defeated Viking invaders at sea. They were forced to go South and
settle in Northern France, where their settlement became known as Normandy,
the province of the Northmen. New churches were built, foreign scholars were
brought, schools were founded, King Alfred himself translated a number of
books from Latin, including Bede's Historia Ecclesiastica and began the Anglo-
Saxon chronicle, a year-by year history of England.

After that the Danes managed to expand their possesion in Great Britain (from
1013 to 1042) In 1042 the house of Wessex was restored to power in England,
when Edward the Confessor was elected king by the Witan. He was half-
Norman, had spent his exile in Normandy, and William the Duke of Normandy
was his cousin and a close friend.

Edward the Confessor was a religious monarch and devoted his attention to the
construction of churches and most of all to the building of Westminster Abbey.
Edward the Confessor died in 1066 without an obvious heir. And the Witan
elected Harold, a Saxon nobleman from the family of the Godwine, the king of
England. Harold's right to the English throne was challenged by William the
Duke of Normandy who claimed the English Kingdom as his rightfull inheritance
(after the late King Edward the Confessor).

1066 was a crucial year for the Saxon King, and for the history of the
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English.

Harold had to fight against two enemies at the same time.

Harold succeded in defeating the Danes and rushed to Hastings. His men were
tired. William's army was better armed, better organized and he had cavalry.
Harold and his brothers were killed in the battle of Hastings.

The Bayeux Tapestry (231 feet long 19 inches wide) tells a complete story of the
Norman Conquest of Saxon England in over seventy scenes. William captured
London and was crowned King of England in Westmister Abbey on Christmas
Day, 1066. The Norman period in English history had begun.
