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Chapterl. General provisions of the OPOP VO

1.1. Purpose of the OPEP HE and the focus (profile) of training

The Main Professional Educational Program of Higher Education (hereinafter referred to
as the OPEP VO), implemented at the Federal State Budgetary Educational Institution of Higher
Education “Chelyabinsk State University” (hereinafter referred to as ChelSU, the University) in
the field of study 44.04.01 Pedagogical Education (Master's level) with the focus on “Foreign
Language Education and Intercultural Communication”, is a comprehensive educational and
methodological document developed on the basis of the relevant federal state educational
standard of higher education, taking into account professional standards corresponding to the
professional activities of graduates.

The OPOEP of HE reflects the competence-qualification characteristics of a graduate and
is a set of the main characteristics of education (volume, content, planned results), organizational
and pedagogical conditions, forms of certification, which is presented in the form of a
curriculum, a calendar of academic schedules, work programs of disciplines (modules),
internship programs, other components, as well as assessment and methodological materials.

The main professional educational program of higher education — the master's program
44.04.01 Pedagogical education defines the area and scope of professional activity, types of tasks
and objectives of professional activity, objects of professional activity of graduates (or areas of
knowledge).

E-learning and distance learning technologies can be used in implementing the OEP HE.
When teaching individuals with disabilities, e-learning and distance learning technologies allow
for the transmission and reception of information in accessible formats.

The OPOEP VO is adapted for inclusive education of disabled people and individuals
with limited health capabilities, taking into account the characteristics of their psychophysical
development, individual capabilities, and the necessary special conditions for their education.

The OPOP VO is implemented in the state language of the Russian Federation.

Pedagogical education does not contain information constituting a state secret.

1.3. Requirements for applicants

In accordance with Part 3 of Article 69 of the Federal Law of 29.12.2012 No. 273-FZ
“On Education in the Russian Federation”, persons with higher education of any level are
allowed to master master’s programs.

An applicant must have a state-issued document on higher professional education and the
results of entrance examinations conducted by the University independently.

In order to determine the necessary conditions for organizing training, taking into account
the characteristics of psychophysical development and individual capabilities, an applicant with
a disability presents an individual rehabilitation or habilitation program for a disabled person (a
disabled child), containing information on the necessary special training conditions, as well as
information regarding the recommended conditions and types of work; an applicant with limited
health capabilities presents a conclusion from a psychological, medical and pedagogical
commission containing information on the necessary special training conditions.

1.4. General characteristics of the educational program

Form of study for the educational program: full-time.

The period for obtaining an education under a full-time educational program, including
holidays granted after passing the state final certification, regardless of the educational
technologies used, is 2 years.

When studying according to an individual educational plan for disabled people and
individuals with limited health capabilities, the period of education may be extended upon their
application by no more than six months.

The volume of the master's program is 120 credit units (hereinafter referred to as CU)
regardless of the form of study, the educational technologies used, the implementation of the
master's program using a network format, the implementation of the master's program according
to an individual curriculum.

The volume of the master's degree program implemented in one academic year is no
more than 70 credit units, regardless of the form of study, the educational technologies used, the
implementation of the master's degree program using a network format, the implementation of
the master's degree program according to an individual curriculum (with the exception of
accelerated learning), and in the case of accelerated learning - no more than 80 credit units.

Persons who have successfully passed the final (state final) certification are issued, in
accordance with the established procedure, documents on education and qualifications.

Qualification awarded to graduates of the educational program: Master's degree.

4.1. Curriculum and academic calendar schedule

The curriculum of the educational program with the focus on "Pedagogical design of the
educational environment™ for full-time education determines the list, complexity, sequence and
distribution by periods of study of courses, disciplines (modules), practical training, other types
of educational activities, and forms of midterm assessment of students.

The curriculum identifies the volume of classroom work for students in interaction with
the teacher by type of academic activity, the volume of other contact work (OCW), and the
volume of independent work for students.

The educational program consists of a mandatory component and a component formed by
the participants in the educational process. The scope of the mandatory component is determined
by the Federal State Educational Standard of Higher Education.

The educational program is implemented through a system of logically complete,
comprehensive modules, each of which is focused on developing a coherent set of
interconnected universal, general professional, and professional competencies. A comprehensive
module may include disciplines from both the compulsory component and those developed by
the participants in the educational process.

During the implementation of the educational program, students are provided with the
opportunity to master elective courses (modules) (mandatory) and optional courses (modules)
(not mandatory for study during the educational program), as well as to simultaneously obtain
several qualifications in the manner established by the organization's local regulations. Elective
courses (modules) chosen by students are mandatory.

The acquisition of additional qualifications is ensured by the disciplines of the part
formed by the participants of educational relations in the amount of 252 hours:

Practical training during internships is organized through the direct performance by
students of certain types of work related to future professional activities.

The implementation of the components of the educational program in the form of
practical training is carried out continuously with the implementation of other components of the
educational program in accordance with the academic calendar and curriculum.

The academic calendar, which is part of the curriculum, specifies the periods for the
implementation of types of educational activities and vacation periods for the entire period of
study.

4.2. Working programs of academic disciplines (modules)

environment (hereinafter referred to as the EIEE).Each student is provided with authorized
access (using login and password) to the Electronic Information System (EIOS) throughout the
entire period of study.

Students with disabilities and limited health capabilities are provided with the
opportunity to master adaptation modules.

4.3. Types of internships, work programs of internships

In order to organize and conduct Block 2 “Practice”, work programs for all types of
practice have been developed and approved, indicating the type of practice, in which the goals,
objectives, content of practices, as well as the competencies to be developed are defined.

When implementing this OOP HE, the following types of internships are provided:
educational and industrial.

Types of educational practice: introductory practice, technological (project-technological)
practice, research work.
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Types of industrial practice: technological (design-technological) practice, research work,
pedagogical practice

All types of practices are conducted in the form of practical training.

Internships are conducted on the basis of agreements with organizations or departments
of an organization whose activities correspond to the profile of the OPOEP HE, mastered within
the framework of the OPOEP HE.

Conducting practical training in the form of practical training is organized through the
direct performance by students of certain types of work related to future professional activities.

Practical training during internships is organized:

1) directly in the organization carrying out educational activities (hereinafter referred to
as the educational organization), including in the structural division of the educational
organization intended for conducting practical training;

2) in an organization that carries out activities in the profile of the relevant educational
program (hereinafter referred to as the specialized organization), including in a structural
subdivision of the specialized organization intended for conducting practical training, on the
basis of an agreement concluded between the educational organization and the specialized
organization.

Internships for students with disabilities and individuals with limited health capabilities
are conducted taking into account their psychophysical development, individual capabilities, and
health status. When determining internship locations for students with disabilities,
recommendations contained in the individual's rehabilitation or habilitation program regarding
recommended working conditions and types are taken into account. If necessary, special
workstations are created for internships based on the nature of the disability and the nature of the
work functions performed. The selection of internship locations for students with disabilities and
individuals with limited health capabilities takes into account accessibility requirements. The
forms of internship for students with disabilities and individuals with limited health capabilities
can be determined based on their psychophysical development, individual capabilities, and
health status.

4.4. Documentation regulating the conduct of state final certification

The final (state final) certification includes the completion and defense of the final
qualifying work.

The documentation regulating the conduct of the state final certification includes the
Program of the state final certification and the Requirements for the final qualifying work and
the procedure for their implementation, approved by the Academic Council of the Faculty of
History and Philology.

The assessment materials are presented in the form of a fund of assessment tools
(hereinafter referred to as FOS) for ongoing monitoring of a discipline (module), practice, FOS
for midterm assessment of a discipline (module), practice, FOS for final (state final) assessment.

5.1. Funds of assessment tools for ongoing monitoring and midterm assessment in a
discipline (module), practice

The FOS for conducting ongoing monitoring of students' academic performance is an
integral part of the course (module) work program, the internship program and is represented by
types of assessment tools, standard tasks, criteria and assessment indicators.Complete sets of
assessment tools for ongoing monitoring are stored in the departments responsible for teaching
the relevant discipline.

To conduct interim assessment for each discipline, assessment tools funds have been
created, including: a passport of the assessment tools fund; a listthe competencies being
developed; the content of assessment tools for the discipline, and the procedure for conducting
and criteria for assessing midterm assessment.

5.2. Funds of assessment funds for the final (state final)certification

To conduct the final (state final) certification, appropriate assessment tool pools have
been created, which include: a passport for the assessment tool pool for the State Final
Certification; a list of competencies that students must demonstrate during the state final
certification; the content of assessment tools for conducting the state final certification;
competency assessment indicators and assessment criteria for the state final certification.

The final assessment procedure for students is an integral part of the state final

Section 7. Conditions for the implementation of educational activities under the OPEP HE

Requirements for the conditions for implementing the master's program include system-
wide requirements, requirements for material and technical and educational and methodological
support, requirements for personnel and financial conditions for implementing the master's
program, as well as requirements for the mechanisms used to assess the quality of educational
activities and the training of students in the master's program.

7.1. General system requirements for the implementation of the OBOP VO
7.1.1. The University has legally the material and technical support for educational
activities (premises and equipment) to implement the bachelor's degree program in Block 1
"Disciplines (Modules)" and Block 3 "State Final Certification” in accordance with the
curriculum.

7.1.2. Each student is provided with individual, unlimited access to the university's
electronic information and educational environment from any location with internet access, both
on and off-campus at Chelyabinsk State University. The conditions for the operation of the
electronic information and educational environment are defined by the Regulation on the
Electronic Information and Educational Environment at Chelyabinsk State University.

The University's electronic information and educational environment provides: access to
curricula, course (module) work programs, internship programs, electronic educational
publications, and electronic educational resources specified in the course (module) work
programs and internship programs; the creation of a student's electronic portfolio, including the
storage of their work and grades for this work.

In exceptional cases (force majeure, etc.), when implementing educational activities,
components that are not included in the list of the university’s electronic information and
educational environment may be used.

7.1.3. The Master's degree program is not implemented online.

7.2. Requirements for material, technical and educational support
7.2.1. The premises are classrooms for conducting classes as stipulated by the master's
program, equipped with equipment and technical teaching aids, the composition of which is
determined in the course (module) syllabi. Rooms for independent student work are equipped
with computers with internet connection and access to the Chelyabinsk State University
Electronic Information and Educational System (EIIS). Replacement equipment with virtual
equivalents is possible.
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7.2.2. The University is provided with the necessary set of licensed and freely distributed
software, including domestically produced software (the composition is determined in the
working programs of disciplines (modules).

7.2.3. When using printed publications in the educational process, the library collection is
stocked with printed publications at a rate of at least 0.25 copies of each of the publications
specified in the work programs of disciplines (modules), internship programs, per student from
among those simultaneously mastering the relevant discipline (module), undergoing the relevant
internship.

7.2.4. Students are provided with access (remote access) to modern professional
databases and information reference systems, the composition of which is determined in the
work programs of disciplines (modules).

7.3. Requirements for personnel conditions for the implementation of the OPOP VO

7.3.1. The implementation of the master's program is ensured by the teaching staff of
ChelSU, as well as by persons engaged by the University to implement the master's program
under other conditions.

7.3.2. The qualifications of the University’s teaching staff meet the qualification
requirements specified in the qualification reference books and/or professional standards (if any).

7.3.3. In accordance with the requirements of the Federal State Educational Standard of
Higher Education, at least 70 percent of the University's teaching staff participating in the
implementation of the Master's program and persons engaged by the University to implement the
program under other conditions (based on the number of positions to be filled, reduced to integer
values) conduct scientific, educational, methodological and (or) practical work corresponding to
the profile of the discipline (module) being taught.

7.3.4. In accordance with the requirements of the Federal State Educational Standard of
Higher Education, at least 10 percent of the University's teaching staff participating in the
implementation of the Master's program and persons engaged by the University to implement the
program under other conditions (based on the number of positions to be filled, converted to
integer values) are managers and (or) employees of other organizations engaged in labor
activities in the professional field corresponding to the professional activity for which graduates
are being prepared (they have at least 3 years of work experience in this professional field).

7.3.5. In accordance with the requirements of the Federal State Educational Standard of
Higher Education, at least 70 percent of the University's teaching staff and persons engaged in
the University's educational activities under other conditions (based on the number of positions
to be filled, converted to integer values) have an academic degree (including an academic degree
obtained in a foreign state and recognized in the Russian Federation) and/or an academic title
(including an academic title obtained in a foreign state and recognized in the Russian
Federation).

7.3.6. In accordance with the requirements of the Federal State Educational Standard of
Higher Education, the overall management of the academic content of the Master's program is
carried out by a research and teaching staff member of the University who holds an academic
degree (including an academic degree obtained in a foreign country and recognized in the
Russian Federation), who carries out independent research (creative) projects (participates in the
implementation of such projects) in the field of study, has annual publications based on the
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results of said research (creative) activities in leading domestic and/or foreign peer-reviewed
scientific journals and publications, and who also carries out annual testing of the results of said
research (creative) activities at national and international conferences. The Director of the
Master's program is approved by order of the Vice-Rector for Academic Affairs.

7.4. Requirements for the applied mechanisms for assessing the quality of educational
activities and training of students in the educational program

7.4.1. The quality of educational activities and training of students in the Master's
program is determined within the framework of the internal education quality assessment system,
as well as the external assessment system, in which the University participates on a voluntary
basis.

7.4.2. In order to improve the Master's program, the University, when conducting regular
internal assessments of the quality of educational activities and training of students, involves
employers and (or) their associations, other legal entities and (or) individuals, including the
University's teaching staff.

As part of the internal system for assessing the quality of educational activities in the
Master's program, students are given the opportunity to evaluate the conditions, content,
organization, and quality of the educational process as a whole and individual disciplines
(modules) and practices.

7.4.3. External assessment of the quality of educational activities in the master's program
within the framework of the state accreditation procedure is carried out in order to confirm the
compliance of educational activities in the bachelor's program with the requirements of the
Federal State Educational Standard of Higher Education.

7.4.4. External assessment of the quality of educational activities and training of students
in the Master's program is carried out within the framework of

- state final certification of graduates, with the involvement of potential employers in the
procedure for assessing the results of mastering the OEP HE;

- participation of students in Internet Olympiads.

7.5. Conditions for the implementation of the educational program for disabled people and
individuals with limited health capabilities
7.5.1. The University provides disabled persons and individuals with limited health
capabilities with the opportunity to study under an educational program that takes into account
the characteristics of their psychophysical development, individual capabilities and, if necessary,
ensures the correction of developmental disorders and social adaptation of these individuals.
7.5.2. Students with disabilities and limited health capabilities are provided with printed
and electronic educational resources in formats adapted to their limitations and information
perception. The use of specialized technical and software teaching aids is provided for the
education of individuals with disabilities and limited health capabilities.
7.5.3. The university's barrier-free environment takes into account the needs of
individuals with disabilities and those with musculoskeletal, visual, and hearing impairments. A
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barrier-free environment is ensured by accessibility of the grounds adjacent to the educational
institution, entrances, and internal building circulation: ramps, elevators, lifts, signs, warning
markings, and signaling devices. Equipped sanitary facilities are available, and accessible study
spaces are provided in lecture halls, practical rooms, the library, and other areas.

7.5.4. Selection of teaching methods,forms and types of independent and individual
workis carried out by the teacher based on their accessibility for disabled people and people with
limited health capabilities.

7.5.5. For disabled people and individuals with limited health capabilities, a special
procedure for mastering disciplines (modules) in physical education and sports is established,
taking into account the state of their health.

7.5.7. The procedure for conducting midterm assessments for students with disabilities
and limited health capabilities is established taking into account their individual psychophysical
characteristics (oral, written on paper, computer-based, testing, etc.). If necessary, additional
time is provided for preparing for tests and exams, and additional time is also provided for
preparing responses to the test/exam. If necessary, midterm assessments may be conducted in
several stages.

7.5.8. Internships for students with disabilities and limited health capabilities are
conducted taking into account the characteristics of their psychophysical development,
individual capabilities, and health status. When determining the places for internship for students
with disabilities, recommendations are taken into account.

Contained in the individual rehabilitation or habilitation program for a disabled person,
regarding indicated and contraindicated types of work activities, and the equipment (equipment)
of a special workplace. The selection of internship locations for individuals with disabilities and
individuals with limited health capabilities takes into account accessibility requirements. The
format of internships for individuals with disabilities and individuals with limited health
capabilities can be determined based on their psychophysical development, individual
capabilities, and health status.

7.5.9. When using e-learning and distance learning technologies in the educational
process for individuals with disabilities and individuals with limited health capabilities, the
ability to receive and transmit information in accessible forms is ensured. Each student is
provided with individual, unlimited access to the electronic information and educational
environment throughout the entire period of study, using specialized hardware and software,
containing all electronic educational resources listed in the curricula of modules (disciplines) and
practical training. They also have access to the necessary software adapted for students with
disabilities and individuals with limited health capabilities.

7.5.10. For students with disabilities and individuals with limited health capabilities, the
state final assessment is conducted taking into account their psychophysical development,
individual capabilities, and health status. A student with disabilities or individuals with limited
health capabilities must submit a written request for special accommodations during the state
final assessment, specifying their individual characteristics, no later than three months prior to
the start of the state final assessment. Special conditions may include: provision of a separate
classroom, increased time for answer preparation, presence of an assistant providing the
necessary technical assistance, choice of the form of providing instructions on the procedure for
conducting the state final certification, the form of providing assignments and answers (orally, in
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writing on paper, in writing on a computer, in Braille, with the use of the services of an assistant
(sign language interpreter, tiflosignature interpreter), use of special technical means, provision of
a break for eating, taking medicine, etc. The procedure for defending the final qualifying work
for graduates with disabilities and graduates with limited health capabilities includes provision of
the necessary technical means and technical assistance, if necessary. It is possible to conduct
state certification tests using e-learning, distance learning technologies - this is indicated if such
a possibility is available. In the case of a state examination, the form of its administration for
graduates with disabilities and limited health capabilities is established taking into account
individual psychophysical characteristics (orally, in writing on paper, in writing on a computer,
in the form of testing, etc.). If necessary, students are given additional time to prepare an answer.

7.6Financial conditions for the implementation of the OBOR VO
Financial support for the implementation of the Master's program is provided in an
amount not less thanthe values of basic standard costs for the provision of public services in the
field of education established by the Ministry of Education and Science of Russia for a given
level of education and field of study, taking into account the correction factors that take into
account the specifics of educational programs determined by the Ministry of Education and
Science of Russia.

Section 8.Characteristics of the socio-cultural environment of the University, ensuring the
development of universal competencies

Educational work is an activity aimed at organizing an educational environment and
managing various types of activities of students in order to create favorable conditions for their
introduction to traditional Russian spiritual and moral values, for the effective realization of their
professional, scientific, social, creative potential, as well as intellectual, physical, spiritual and
cultural development with the active participation of the students themselves.

The main areas of educational work are: civic, patriotic and spiritual-moral education;
sports and health (physical), vocational and labor, environmental, cultural and creative, scientific
and educational, tourism areas, the "Media and Communications" (information) area, as well as
the following types of activities: volunteering, project-based, educational and professional and
scientific research, international youth cooperation, activities of student associations, leisure and
career guidance activities, "service learning".

Important components of the university's youth policy also include the legal and social
protection of students, their psychological well-being, and countering extremism, terrorism, and
antisocial and addictive behavior.

The main goal of educational work at Chelyabinsk State University is to create conditions
for introducing students to traditional Russian spiritual and moral values, for the effective
realization of the professional, scientific, social, and creative potential of young people, as well
as their intellectual, physical, spiritual, and cultural development.

To achieve this goal, the following tasks have been defined:

1. development of worldview and actualization of the system of basic personal
values based on traditional Russian spiritual and moral values;
2. introducing students to universal moral standards, national foundations and

academic traditions;
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3. fostering respect for the law, the norms of collective life, and developing civic and
social responsibility as the most important personality trait, manifested in caring for one's
country and preserving human civilization;

4. fostering a positive attitude towards work, developing the need for creative work,
fostering socially significant purposefulness and responsibility in business relations;
5. elimination of destructive information-psychological influence, ensuring the

development of social-psychological support, the formation of personal qualities necessary for
effective professional activity;

6. identifying and supporting talented students, developing organizational skills and
creative potential, and engaging students in the processes of self-development and self-
realization;

7. formation of a culture and ethics of professional communication;

8. nurturing the individual’s internal need for a healthy lifestyle and a responsible
attitude towards the natural and socio-cultural environment;

9. raising the level of safe behavior culture;

10.  development of personal qualities and attitudes (responsibility, discipline, self-
organization), social skills (emotional intelligence, orientation in the information space, speed of
adaptation, communication; ability to work in a team) and management abilities (skills for
making decisions in conditions of uncertainty and change, time management, leadership, critical
thinking).

The educational environment at the university is built in accordance with local
regulations, in particular:

- student recreation and leisure areas (including the Chelyabinsk State University
Botanical Garden).
