The first Europeans to arrive in the New World are believed to be the Norse. They trav-
elled west from Greenland where Eric the Red arranged a settlement in 985. In 1001 his son,
Leif Ericson came to Newfoundland and explored the northeast coast of what is now Canada.

Vikings travelled to other lands for many reasons. At first it was hard to create farmlands
on their homeland’s soil. The land was full of mountains and thick forests. Furthermore, there
wasn’t enough place for everyone because the population grew. Finally, bigger population
needed more resources, so the Vikings wanted to trade and then to raid as well.

Leif Ericson landed in North America and called the land he was exploring “Vinland”
because it was full of vines and grapes. As it is known, Ericson brought about 90 men and
women to the continent, but the settlement didn’t last long. During the exploration of the re-
gion, the Norse continuously argued with native tribes who of course didn’t want the newcom-
ers to settle on their land. So the Norse decided to abandon the area.

Thus, the exploration did not last long, but, from the historical point of view, it had an
important meaning.

ITpumepnsiit otBet Ha Borrpoc Ne 2 What do you know about immigration problems in 19-
20 centuries? Why was Ellis Island built?

Between 1865 and 1915 about 26 million immigrants came to the United States. So many
immigrants wanted to enter the United States in the late 1800s that the government found it
difficult to keep check on them. So, in 1892, Ellis Island ( a special place of entry in New York
harbor) was opened. All intending immigrants were examined there before they were allowed
to enter the United States.

Cities attracted immigrants to the United States, providing factory owners with the
workers they needed. The working conditions in factories were terrible. The workers earned
very little. Many factories were unhealthy and unsafe. Some workers were injured or even
Killed by machinery. Those who were injured received no help or money from their employers.
In 1890 more than one million girls and boys under the age of 16 were working for 12 hours a
day in mines and factories.

Cities grew quickly. Builders put up tenements — crowded apartment houses. These early
tenements were poorly built. Many rooms had no windows. Many buildings had no pipes to
supply fresh water. A crowded area in a city with poor housing was called a slum. Diseases
spread quickly in the slums, partly because they were overcrowded.

In general, the life of immigrants was very hard. Nevertheless, they preferred to stay.

The USA is the fourth largest country in the world. The continental United States
stretches from the Atlantic Ocean on the east to the Pacific Ocean on the west. It borders Can-
ada on the North, and reaches south to Mexico.

The highest peak of the USA and the whole of North America is Mount McKinley in
Alaska. The longest river in the United States (and the longest in the world) is the Mississippi.
Like the Mississippi, all the rivers east of the Rocky Mountains finally reach the Atlantic; all
the waters to the west of the Rockies finally arrive at the Pacific. For this reason the crest of the
Rocky Mountains is known as the Continental Divide.

World-famous is the region of the Great Lakes, situated in the north-east of the United
States bordering Canada. It is a system of five great lakes (Lake Superior, Lake Michigan,
Lake Huron, Lake Erie and Lake Ontario) joined together by natural channels. The Niagara
Falls are famous all over the world an attract lots of tourists.

The Death Valley is desert valley located in Eastern California. It is the lowest, driest,
and hottest area in North America.

All in all, geographical features of the USA are various and quite peculiar.
