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1. General provisions of MPEP HE

When implementing MPEP HE, e-learning and distance learning technologies can be used. E-learning
and distance learning technologies used in the education of people with disabilities and people with
disabilities provide for the possibility of receiving and transmitting information in forms accessible to them.

MPEP HE provides for the implementation of the pedagogical approach "Learning by Service",
which consists in students solving a socially significant task within the framework of the basic educational
program and aimed at achieving educational results: the development of citizenship, social responsibility,
patriotism and leadership simultaneously with the development of professional competencies.

MPEP HE is adapted for inclusive education of people with disabilities and persons with disabilities,
taking into account the peculiarities of their psychophysical development, individual capabilities and the
necessary special conditions for their education.

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1.3. Requirements for the entrant

In accordance with Part 3 of Article 69 of Federal Law No. 273-FZ dated December 29, 2012 "On
Education in the Russian Federation", persons with higher education at any level are allowed to study
master's degree programs.

The applicant must have a state-issued document on higher education, the results of entrance
examinations conducted by the university independently.

To determine the necessary conditions for organizing training, taking into account the specifics of
psychophysical development and individual capabilities, an applicant with a disability submits an
individual rehabilitation or habilitation program for a disabled person (disabled child), containing
information on the necessary special conditions of study, as well as information on recommended
conditions and types of work, an applicant with disabilities submits a conclusion from the psychological,
medical and pedagogical a commission that contains information about the necessary special training
conditions.

1.4. General characteristics of the educational program

The form of education in the educational program is full-time.

The duration of education under the master's degree program (regardless of the educational
technologies used):

full-time education, including vacations provided after passing the final state certification, is 2 years.

when studying according to an individual curriculum for the disabled and persons with disabilities,
the period of education may be extended by no more than six months at their request compared with the
period of education established for the corresponding form of education.

The volume of the educational program is 120 credits (hereinafter referred to as credits), regardless
of the form of study, the educational technologies used, the implementation of the master's degree program
using the online form, the implementation of the master's degree program according to an individual
curriculum.

The volume of the educational program implemented in one academic year is no more than 70 cu.
regardless of the form of study, the educational technologies used, the implementation of the master's
degree program using the online form, the implementation of the master's degree program according to an
individual curriculum (with the exception of accelerated learning), and with accelerated learning — no more
than 80 cu.E.

Persons who have successfully passed the final state certification are issued documents on education
and qualifications in accordance with the established procedure.

The qualification awarded to graduates of the educational program: Master's degree.

In case of mastering the disciplines specified in clause 4.1 of this MPEP and passing the final state
certification, the student is issued a qualification document upon his application: "Certificate of profession
of a worker, position of an employee", a standard sample for additional qualifications "Operator of
electronic computing and computing machines".

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4. Documents regulating the content and organization of MPEP HE
4.1. Curriculum and academic calendar

The curriculum of the educational program with the focus (profile) "Fractional differential
equations” in full-time education determines the list, complexity, sequence and distribution by study periods
of training courses, disciplines (modules), practices, other types of educational activities, forms of
intermediate certification of students.

The curriculum selects the amount of classroom work of students in interaction with the teacher by
type of training sessions, the amount of other contact work (OCR) and the amount of independent work of
students.

Within the framework of the educational program, the mandatory part and the part formed by
participants in educational relations are distinguished. The volume of the mandatory part, excluding the
volume of the final state certification, is at least 60 percent of the total volume of the master's degree
program.

Part of the educational program is implemented through a system of logically completed complex
modules, each of which is focused on the formation of an integral group of interrelated universal, general
professional and professional competencies. A comprehensive module can include disciplines of both the
mandatory part and the part formed by participants in educational relations.

During the implementation of the educational program, it is possible to master optional (optional
for study during the development of the educational program) and elective (mandatory) disciplines
(modules), as well as simultaneously obtain several qualifications in accordance with the procedure
established by the local regulatory act of the organization.

Elective subjects (modules) chosen by students are mandatory for mastering.

The acquisition of additional qualifications is provided by the disciplines of the part formed by the
participants in educational relations, optional disciplines, as well as practices in the amount of 396 hours:

Practical skills are acquired during the internship period.

The curriculum provides for educational activities in the form of practical training (hereinafter
referred to as practical training).

Practical training is organized in the implementation of the practice provided for in the curriculum.
Practical training during the internship is organized through the direct performance by students of certain
types of work related to future professional activities.

The implementation of the components of the educational program in the form of practical training
is carried out continuously with the implementation of other components of the educational program in
accordance with the academic calendar and curriculum.
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The curriculum is posted on the official website of CSU in the section "About the University",
subsection "Information about the educational organization", subsection "Education”, table "Information
about ongoing educational programs", column "Link to the curriculum"
https://www.csu.ru/sveden/education .

The academic calendar, which is part of the curriculum, indicates the periods of implementation of
the types of educational activities and vacation periods for the entire period of study.

4.2. Work programs of academic disciplines (modules)

2) in an organization that carries out activities in accordance with the profile of the educational
program (hereinafter referred to as the profile organization), including in a structural unit of the profile
organization intended for practical training, on the basis of an agreement concluded between the educational
organization and the profile organization;
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3) in a non-profit organization (hereinafter referred to as an NPO), the Goodness.Centre, a regional
authority and a local government body, a state and municipal institution, social enterprises, and companies
implementing social responsibility programs.

4.4. Documentation regulating the final state certification

The final state certification (hereinafter referred to as the FSC) includes the defense of the final
qualifying work (hereinafter referred to as the FQW), including preparation for the defense procedure and
the defense procedure.

The documentation governing the conduct of the final state certification includes

— The program of the final state certification,
— Requirements for the FQW and the procedure for their implementation.
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5. Assessment materials of MPEP HE

Assessment materials are presented in the form of an assessment fund (hereinafter referred to as the
FAF) for ongoing control of the discipline (module), practice, FAF for intermediate certification in the
discipline (module), practice, and FAF for the final state certification.

5.1. Assessment funds for ongoing monitoring and intermediate certification in the
discipline (module), practice

FAF for conducting ongoing monitoring of students' academic performance is an integral part of the
work program of the discipline (module), the practice program and is represented by types of assessment
tools, standard tasks, criteria and assessment indicators. Complete sets of assessment tools for ongoing
monitoring are stored at the departments responsible for teaching the relevant discipline.

For the interim assessment in each discipline, assessment funds have been created, including: a
passport of the assessment fund; a list of competencies to be formed; the content of assessment tools for
the discipline, including types of assessment tools, task bases and the procedure for conducting interim
assessment; indicators and criteria for assessing competencies, interim assessment in general.

The assessment tools for the interim assessment are stored at the university departments responsible
for teaching the relevant disciplines.

5.2. Assessment funds for the final (final state) certifications

For conducting the final (state final) Appropriate assessment funds have been created for attestation,
which include: a passport of the assessment fund for the FSC; a list of competencies that the student must
demonstrate during the final (final state) certification; the content of assessment tools for conducting the
final (final state) certification; indicators of competence assessment and criteria for evaluating the final
(final state) certifications.

FAF for conducting the final (final state) certification is an integral part of the FSC program.
Assessment tools for conducting the final (final state) certifications are kept at the departments responsible
for the implementation of the educational program.

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7. Conditions for the implementation of educational activities under MPEP HE

The requirements for the conditions for the implementation of the master's degree program include
system-wide requirements, requirements for logistical, educational and methodological support,
requirements for the personnel and financial conditions for the implementation of the master's degree
program, as well as requirements for the applied mechanisms for assessing the quality of educational
activities and training students for the master's degree program.

7.1. System-wide requirements for the implementation of MPEP HE

7.1.1. The University legally has the material and technical support of educational activities
(premises and equipment) for the implementation of the Master's degree program in Part 1 "Courses
(modules)" and Part 3 "Final State Certification" in accordance with the curriculum.

Information about material and technical support is posted on the official website of CSU in the
section "About the University", subsection "Information about the educational organization", subsection
"Material and  technical  support and  equipment of the  educational  process"

7.1.2. Each student is provided with individual unrestricted access to the electronic information and
educational environment of the university from any point where Internet access is available, both on the
territory of CSU and outside it. The conditions for the functioning of the electronic information and
educational environment are defined by the Regulations on the Electronic Information and Educational
Environment in the FSBEI HE CSU.

The electronic information and educational environment of the university provides: access to
curricula, work programs of disciplines (modules), practice programs, electronic educational publications
and electronic educational resources specified in the work programs of disciplines (modules), practices;
formation of an electronic student's portfolio, including the preservation of his work and grades for these
works.

In exceptional cases (force majeure, etc.), components that are not included in the list of the
university's electronic information and educational environment may be used in the implementation of
educational activities.

When implementing a master's degree program using e-learning and distance learning technologies,
the electronic information and educational environment of the university additionally provides each student:
recording the progress of the educational process, the results of intermediate certification and the results of
mastering the master's degree program; conducting training sessions, assessment procedures for learning
outcomes, the implementation of which is provided using e-learning, distance learning technologies;
interaction between participants in the educational process, including synchronous and/or asynchronous
interaction via the Internet.

7.1.3. The Master's degree educational program is not implemented online.

7.2. Requirements for logistical, educational and methodological support

7.2.1. The premises are classrooms for conducting training sessions provided for in the Master's
degree program, equipped with equipment and technical training facilities, the composition of which is
determined in the work programs of disciplines (modules). The premises for students' independent work
are equipped with computer equipment with the ability to connect to the Internet and provide access to the
CSU EIEE.
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7.2.2. The University is provided with the necessary set of licensed and freely distributed software,
including domestic production (the composition is determined in the work programs of disciplines
(modules) and updated if necessary).

7.2.3. When printed publications are used in the educational process, the library fund is equipped with
printed publications at the rate of at least 0.25 copies of each of the publications specified in the work
programs of disciplines (modules), practical training programs, per student from among persons
simultaneously mastering the relevant discipline (module), undergoing appropriate practice.

7.2.4. Students are provided with access (remote access), including in the case of e-learning, distance
learning technologies, to modern professional databases and information reference systems, the
composition of which is determined in the work programs of disciplines (modules) and updated if
necessary.

7.2.5. Students with disabilities and persons with disabilities are provided with printed and (or)
electronic educational resources in forms adapted to their health limitations.

7.3. Requirements for the personnel conditions for the implementation of MPEP HE

7.3.1. The implementation of the Master's degree program is provided by the teaching staff of CSU,
as well as by persons involved by the university in the implementation of the Master's degree program on
other terms.

7.3.2. The qualifications of the university's teaching staff meet the qualification requirements
specified in the qualification manuals and (or) professional standards (if any).

7.3.3. In accordance with the requirements of the Federal State Educational Standard for Higher
Education, at least 70% of the number of university teaching staff involved in the implementation of the
master's degree program and persons involved by the university in the implementation of the program on
other terms (based on the number of replacement rates reduced to integer values) conduct scientific,
educational, methodological and (or) practical work. corresponding to the profile of the taught discipline
(module).

7.3.4. In accordance with the requirements of the Federal State Educational Standard for Higher
Education, at least 5% percent of the number of university teaching staff involved in the implementation of
the master's degree program and persons involved by the university in the implementation of the program
on other terms (based on the number of replacement rates reduced to integer values) are managers and (or)
employees of other organizations engaged in labor activities. professional activity corresponding to the
professional activity for which graduates are preparing (they have at least 3 years of work experience in
this professional field).

7.3.5. In accordance with the requirements of the Federal State Educational Standard for Higher
Education, at least 70% of the number of university teaching staff and persons involved in the University's
educational activities on other terms (based on the number of replacement rates reduced to integer values)
have an academic degree (including an academic degree obtained in a foreign country and recognized in
the Russian Federation) and (or) an academic title (including an academic title obtained in a foreign country
and recognized in the Russian Federation).

7.3.6 In accordance with the requirements of the Federal State Educational Standard for Higher
Education, the general management of the master's degree program is carried out by a scientific and
pedagogical employee of the university who has an academic degree, carries out independent research
(creative) projects in the field of training on the subject of the master's degree program, and has annual
publications on the results of these research activities in leading domestic and (or) foreign peer-reviewed
scientific journals and publications, as well as conducting annual testing of the results of these research
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activities at national and international conferences. The head of the Master's degree program is approved
by the order of the Vice-Rector for Academic Affairs. Information about MPEP HE staffing is available on
the official website of CSU in the section "About the University", subsection "Information about the
educational organization", subsection "Management. Pedagogical (scientific and pedagogical staff)"

74. Requirements for the applied mechanisms for assessing the quality of educational
activities and training of students in the educational program

7.4.1. The quality of educational activities and training of students in the Master's degree program is
determined within the framework of the internal educational quality assessment system, as well as the
external assessment system, in which the university participates on a voluntary basis.

7.4.2. In order to improve the Master's degree program, the University engages employers and/or
their associations, other legal entities and/or individuals, including University teaching staff, to conduct
regular internal assessments of the quality of educational activities and training of students.

Within the framework of the internal system for assessing the quality of educational activities under
the master's degree program, students are given the opportunity to assess the conditions, content,
organization and quality of the educational process as a whole and individual disciplines (modules) and
practices.

7.4.3. An external assessment of the quality of educational activities and training of students under
the master's degree program is carried out within the framework of the state accreditation procedure in order
to confirm the compliance of educational activities under the master's degree program with the requirements
of the Federal State Educational Standard for Higher Education.

7.4.4. External assessment of the quality of educational activities and training of students under the
Master's degree program is carried out within the framework of:

- final state certification of graduates, involving potential employers in the procedure for evaluating
the results of mastering MPEP HE;

- participation of students in online Olympiads.

7.5. Conditions for the implementation of an educational program for the disabled and
persons with disabilities

7.5.1. The University provides persons with disabilities and persons with disabilities with the
opportunity to study according to an educational program that takes into account the specifics of their
psychophysical development, individual capabilities and, if necessary, provides correction of
developmental disorders and social adaptation of these persons.

7.5.2. Students with disabilities and disabilities are provided with printed and electronic educational
resources in forms adapted to the limitations of their health and perception of information.

7.5.3. The use of special technical and software training tools is provided for the education of
persons with disabilities and disabilities.

7.5.4. The barrier-free environment at the university takes into account the needs of people with
disabilities and people with disabilities of the musculoskeletal system, with visual impairments, with
hearing impairments. A barrier-free environment is ensured by the accessibility of the territory adjacent to
the educational organization, entrance paths, and ways to move inside the building: ramps, elevators, lifts,
signs, warning markings, and signaling devices. There are equipped sanitary and hygienic facilities,
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accessible study spaces have been allocated in lecture halls, classrooms for practical classes, a library and
other premises.

7.5.5. The choice of teaching methods, forms and types of independent and individual work is
carried out by the teacher based on their accessibility for the disabled and people with disabilities.

7.5.6. For the disabled and persons with disabilities, a special procedure is established for mastering
disciplines (modules) in physical culture and sports, taking into account their state of health.

7.5.7. The procedure for conducting intermediate attestation for students with disabilities and
disabilities is established taking into account individual psychophysical characteristics (orally, in writing
on paper, in writing on a computer, in the form of testing, etc.). If necessary, it provides for an increase in
time to prepare for tests and exams, as well as additional time to prepare an answer for the test./ the exam.
If necessary, the interim assessment can be carried out in several stages.

7.5.8. Practical training for students with disabilities and disabilities is conducted taking into
account the specifics of their psychophysical development, individual capabilities and health status. When
determining places of internship for students with disabilities, the recommendations contained in the
individual rehabilitation or habilitation program for the disabled person regarding the indicated and
contraindicated types of work, recommended working conditions, and the equipment of a special workplace
are taken into account. The choice of internship sites for people with disabilities and people with disabilities
takes into account their accessibility requirements. The forms of practice for people with disabilities and
people with disabilities can be established taking into account the specifics of their psychophysical
development, individual capabilities and health status.

7.5.9. When using e-learning and distance learning technologies for the disabled and people with
disabilities in the educational process, it is possible to receive and transmit information in forms accessible
to them. Throughout the entire period of study, each student is provided with individual unrestricted access
to an electronic information and educational environment using special technical and software tools
containing all electronic educational resources listed in the work programs of modules (disciplines),
practices and has access to the necessary software adapted for students with disabilities and students with
disabilities.

7.5.10. For students with disabilities and persons with disabilities, the final state certification is
carried out taking into account the specifics of their psychophysical development, their individual
capabilities and health status. A student with a disability or a student with disabilities, no later than 3 months
before the start of the final state certification, submits a written statement on the need to create special
conditions for him during the final state certification, indicating his individual characteristics. Special
conditions may include: providing a separate audience, increasing the time to prepare an answer, the
presence of an assistant providing the necessary technical assistance, choosing the form of providing
instructions on the procedure for conducting the final state certification, the form of providing assignments
and answers (orally, written on paper, written on a computer, written in Braille, using the services of an
assistant (sign language interpreter, typhlosurd interpreter), the use of special technical means, providing a
break for meals, medicines, etc. The procedure for the protection of final qualification work for graduates
with disabilities and graduates with disabilities provides for the provision of necessary technical means and
technical assistance, if necessary. In the case of a state exam, the form of its conduct for graduates with
disabilities and disabilities is determined taking into account individual psychophysical characteristics
(orally, written on paper, written on a computer, in the form of testing, etc.). If necessary, students are given
additional time to prepare an answer.
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7.6. Financial conditions for the implementation of MPEP HE

Financial support for the implementation of the master's degree program is provided in an amount
not lower than the values set by the Ministry of Education and Science of the Russian Federation for the
basic standard costs of providing public services in the field of education for this level of education and
training, taking into account the correction coefficients that take into account the specifics of educational
programs determined by the Ministry of Education and Science of the Russian Federation.
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8. Characteristics of the socio-cultural environment of the university, ensuring the development of
universal competencies

CSU has created a favorable socio-cultural environment that provides an opportunity for the
formation of universal student competencies, comprehensive personal development, as well as directly
contributing to the development of the basic educational program of the relevant field of study.

The socio-cultural environment is a relatively stable set of material and personal elements
surrounding a person, directly influencing the process of his professionalization, socialization and
individualization. Educational work is a factor in the development of the socio-cultural environment at the
university.

Educational work is a pedagogical activity aimed at organizing an educational environment and
managing various types of activities of students in order to create conditions for their familiarization with
the socio—cultural and spiritual and moral values of the peoples of the Russian Federation, full-fledged
development, self-development and self-realization of the individual with the active participation of the
students themselves.

The main directions of educational work are: civil-patriotic and spiritual-moral education; volunteer
activities; legal and social protection of students; environmental education; formation of motivation for a
healthy lifestyle; work on the formation of a psychologically comfortable environment; physical culture
and recreation work; work on the prevention of offenses; cultural work; development of student self-
government; strengthening the public image and corporate spirit of the university.

The main purpose of educational work at CSU is to form an active civic life position among students
in the learning process, an intolerant attitude towards illegal acts, various manifestations of violence and
terrorism, a tolerant attitude towards representatives of various faiths and faiths, as well as the development
of professional, intellectual, personal and social potential of students, the development of civic
responsibility in the student environment, independence, the ability to successfully socialize in society,
competitiveness and active adaptation in the labor market.

To achieve this goal, the following tasks are defined:

1. Formation of an optimal university environment aimed at fostering students' high spiritual
qualities, patriotism, hard work, responsibility and self-discipline, as well as the development of
competitiveness.

2. Formation of psychological and legal readiness of students for future professional activity.

3. Development of student self-government and youth associations.

4. Support the development of student initiatives.

5. Promotion of a healthy lifestyle, prevention of drug addiction, alcoholism and other socially
harmful phenomena in the university environment.

6. Preservation and enhancement of university traditions.

7. Promotion of the history of the university, its symbols, prestige and high quality of education.

The educational environment at the university is built in accordance with local regulations, in
particular:

- Internal regulations for students of the FSBEI HE CSU;

- The concept of educational work of the FSBEI HE CSU;

- The program of spiritual, moral and civil-patriotic education of students;

- Regulations on the procedure for students to attend events not provided for in the curriculum;

- An action plan for the organization of work on the prevention and prevention of extremism and
terrorism in the FSBEI HE CSU;

- Regulations on the Student Council of the United Council of Students of the FSBEI HE CSU;
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- Regulations on scholarship provision and other forms of social support for students of FSBEI HE
CSU;

- Regulations on the student dormitory of the FSBEI HE CSU;

- Internal regulations in the dormitory of CSU.

In order to improve the efficiency and quality of organizational and managerial support for the
functioning of the educational system at the university, the following organizational structures and public
associations have been created: the Department of Educational Work, the Students' Trade Union
Organization, the United Council of Students, the Center for Student Creativity, Sports and Tourism Clubs,
etc.

The University has a material and technical base that ensures the organization and conduct of
extracurricular activities: an assembly hall, a coworking center, a conference hall, gyms, a workout area, a
mini-football playground, a ski-roller track, etc.

8.1. The work program of education and the calendar plan of educational work

The main means of carrying out educational work is the educational system and the corresponding
Work Program of education, which defines a set of basic characteristics of the educational work system
carried out at the university, and the calendar plan of educational work, specifying the list of events and
educational activities that are organized and conducted by CSU.
