The official language of the United Kingdom is English, spoken in its various forms
by over 90% of the population.

At the same time, several Celtic languages are used across the country. Welsh is the
official language of Wales. Scottish Gaelic is spoken in the north of Scotland, but it has no
official status. Cornish, the language of Cornwall, is now being revived as an important
part of Cornish identity and culture. Irish is mainly spoken in the Republic of Ireland,
where it is the first official language, and, to some extent, in Northern Ireland.

Welsh is considered a distinct language from the 6th century AD, by which time its
speakers, who previously had occupied larger parts of the island, had been pushed by the
Anglo-Saxons into what is now Wales. Welsh belongs to the Brythonic group of Celtic
languages alongside Cornish and Breton. Although it is a minority language, national
support for it grew during the second half of the 20th century. As a result, it is today the
strongest of the Celtic languages, with about 20% of the population fluent in Welsh.
Children learn it in schools, a lot of events are held in Welsh, there are Welsh radio and
TV channels. In general, today Welsh is treated equally to English.
