MANKIND ENTERS INTO A NEW PHASE OF ITS HISTORY

As it should be expected, America reacted to the tragedy of September 11, 2001, in a stereotyped manner. The military- political tasks
are tackled within a habitual framework. However, it already has a potential of global destabilization. The conflict develops in the
sphere of the clash of outlooks, ideologies and ways of life.

The main difficulty for the United States in this conflict lies in the absence of a frontline and a vague character of aims. For it is
impossible to drop bombs on ideology. The inefficiency of large-scale military operations, swallowing enormous means and
producing opposite results will, sooner or later, force Americans to renounce their old methods.

One thing is clear, namely, that mankind now enters into a new phase of its history, through blood and suffering. A new paradigm
comes to replace the idelogies of the past century. The world has begun to move in the direction of the “third development way”.

In recent years there have been intensive discussions of the shortcomings of the American development model. Scientists and
scholars of many countries note that this model, which has for many decades been regarded the locomotive of progress, is collapsing
now. That was the reason for the aggressiveness of the United States in geopolitics and geoeconomics. This situation has caused
anxiety even among some American analysts, including Zbigniew Brzhezinski.

I"d like to cite another scholar, our compatriot Nikita Moiseyev, member of the Russian Academy of Sciences, who said that the
planetary order called “Pax Americana” was crumbling. As a result, the world has lost stability, although this fact is not yet generally
recognized. In contrast to what happened after the disintegration of the Soviet Union, the collapse of “Pax Americana” is not
accompanied by visible cataclysms. However, a hidden bitter war has been going on, and it broke through to the surface.

The global crisis has not emerged after September 11, 2001. We have already been living through it, but after the tragic date it
became more perceptible. The essence of this major crisis lies in that the industrialconsumer development models used last century all
over the globe, including our country, have driven mankid into an impasse. Based on technical-materialistic ideology of boundless
consumption these models lead to the depletion of the last resources of the earth and to the production of unnecessary, sometimes
simply harmful, commodities. This ideology gave birth to the system of values which is considered universal for the whole of
mankind and is often forced on some peoples. This ideology often enters into conflict with age-old economic and social traditions and
relations of peoples and retards social progress. As a result, eternal human values lose their meaning and purport, and traditional
cultures and harmony between man and nature are violated. The main contradiction of our time is the one between the destructive
industrial (post-industrial) system and the new ideology of development, the ideology of the “third way". In the West the new
alternative is manifested in the social-democratic, anti- globalist and “green” movements, and in the Moslem world — in the theories
of an Islamic state. In the world scientific community this alternative is termed “stable development”, and among our scholars it is
known as the “epoch of noosphere”.
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But it will not be possible to achieve the desired results by militarypolitical measures alone. The struggle will be waged with the
consequences, but not with the causes giving rise to instability and conflicts. But these causes should be eliminated as quickly as
possible. It is necessary, first of all, to change the situation when 20 per cent of the global population living in the rich countries
consume 80 per cent of the world resources. Today it can be said with certainty that systems crises of a new generation have emerged
in many regions of the planet, and they are based on the interrelationships of society and cultures with the surrounding world.

Such systems crises engulf the greater part of the Moslem world and engender a multitude of regional conflicts. They are caused,
among other things, by the growing shortage of the land, water, food and fuel and energy resources. Powerful Islamic movements
emerge wherever life becomes unbearable not only in the material, but also cultural and psychological field, where nature, man and
his spiritual world are crudely violated. All these sad developments are usually connected with modern western civilization and, first
and foremost, with its symbol — the United States.

The image of the world in the present century is determined by three global factors: the growth of the population, the depletion of
natual resources, and the degradation of the environment. Under these circumstances it will be necessary to renounce the priority of
the economy over social development and ecology, which will inevitably cause cardinal changes in the means of production and
consumption. Accordingly, the regulating role of the state will be increased and stricter control will be introduced over consumption
and production with a view to preserving the environment and averting regional conflicts. Most probable, the models of liberal-
democratic state and economic systems with the priority of the personal over the public will be replaced by socially-oriented
moderate models, taking into account the interests of the individual and society. It may be necessary to sacrifice certain democratic
standards and personal freedoms in their present western interpretation and manifestation for the sake of collective rights and duties.
Another, no less important problem is assistance to the developing countries in mastering new techologies (possibly, in exchange for
their raw materials).

Sooner or later, the post-industrial world will have to switch over to a more moderate consumption. Enormous financial means and
intellectual potential will have to be channelled to the economies of the poor countries. In turn, they will have to renounce the
industrial-raw-material pattern of development undermining their economies. Such, in short, is a forecast for the future, which gives
mankind a chance to live in peace with nature and Our Lord.

Another variant is to continue to go further along the road of the technocratic civilization of the 20th century, which proclaims
material comfort the priority aim. In that case, the unrestrained economic growth and the production of the maximal quantity of
various commodities will, as before, violate the harmony of life and destroy culture, the mind and nature, which will eventually cause
a planetary catastrophe incomparable in size and aftermath with the present calamities. In this case the problem will arise of the
survival of man as a biological species. According to experts’ forecasts, we have very little time to solve the burning global problems
— some 40 or 50 years.
