What is a "Smart Home"?

Definition:

A smart home, or smart house, is a home that incorporates advanced automation systems
to provide the inhabitants with sophisticated monitoring and control over the building's func-
tions. For example, a smart home may control lighting, temperature, multi-media, security,
window and door operations, as well as many other functions.

Smart homes use 'home automation' technologies to provide home owners with 'intelligent'
feedback and information by monitoring many aspects of a home. For example, a smart home's
refrigerator may be able to catalogue its contents, suggest menus, recommend healthy alterna-
tives, and order replacements as food is used up. A smart home might even take care of feeding
the cat and watering the plants.
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Many new homes are being built with the additional wiring and controls which are required
to run advanced home automation systems. Retro-fitting (adding smart home technologies to
an existing property) a house to make it a smart home is obviously significantly more costly
than adding the required technologies to a new home due to the complications of routing wires
and placing sensors in appropriate places.

Smart home devices and standards

The range of different smart home devices and technologies available is expanding rapidly
along with developments in computer controls and sensors. This has inevitably led to compat-
ibility issues and there is therefore a drive to standardise home automation technologies and
protocols. In Europe, Installation Bus, or Instabus is becoming a recognised smart home tech-
nology protocol for digital communication between smart devices. It consists of a two-wire bus
line that is installed along with normal electrical wiring. Instabus lines links appliances to a
decentralised communication system and functions like a telephone line over which appliances
can be controlled. The European Installation Bus Association is part of Konnex, an association
that aims to standardise home and building networks in Europe.

Regardless of the technology, smart homes present some very exciting opportunities to
change the way we live and work, and to reduce energy consumption at the same time. Imagine
being able to check messages, open windows, operate lights and curtains and monitor how
much money your house has made you from your renewable energy system, through your smart
phone, from anywhere in the world!

To build good relationships with people from other cultures, it is essential to learn how to com-

municate with them verbally and non-verbally. You can make things easier by also learning
about their culture and practicing tolerance. Armed with the knowledge of how to communicate
effectively, you can learn from people from other cultures and share yours with them.

Adopting a Flexible Attitude

1

Learn about the culture beforehand. A little knowledge can go a long way. If you have time
before embarking on a trip or meeting with someone from another culture, try to take time to
learn the basic “do’s and dont’s” of that culture.

2

Expect differences. Different cultures will speak at different volumes, be more or less direct in
showing emotion, may or may not expect to engage in “small talk,” and exhibit other dissimi-
larities in communication. When communicating with people from other cultures, be prepared

to encounter such differences, including ones that you were not aware of.
3
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Understand hierarchies. When communicating with a different culture, there may be unwritten
rules about social hierarchy that you are not used to. For instance, you may come from a culture
where men and women are expected to communicate equally with each other, but may have to
interact with someone from a culture where men may do more talking in mixed company. Sim-
ilarly, you may be communicating with someone who expects that a younger person should let
an older person do most of the talking, while you expect people across age groups to communi-
cate equally.

4

Be upfront about difficulties in communication. If you could not understand someone, or think
that he or she did not understand you, say something about it. Avoid being rude or offensive,
but patiently explain the problem. It’s usually better to be upfront than to let a problem in
communication go undressed, since there may otherwise be bigger problems later.

If you think you did not understand what someone meant, try saying something like: “I’m not
sure I understood you. Could we go over that again?”

If you think that someone did not understand you, try saying something like: “Let’s review
things to make sure we’re all on the same page.” You can also make sure to let the person know
to ask questions.

5

Be respectful and tolerant. Each culture has its own set of dominant values, beliefs, and preju-
dices. Signs of these may emerge when communicating with people from other cultures. Basic
communication, however, it is not the time to judge people based on these differences. Instead,
respect them for what they are, and tolerate them. You may even learn something new.

Even if cultural differences come up explicitly in conversation, be tolerant and open-minded
instead of argumentative. For instance, if you are American and someone comments on Amer-
icans’ tendency to be work-focused, say something like: “Yes, it’s true that many Americans
take work seriously, and there are a lot of reasons for that. Why don’t you tell me some more
about how your culture thinks about work?”

"Remember: innovation, creativity, and intelligence are age-free, culture-free, color-free, and
gender-free."

The bar graph outlines the comparative analysis of the American company's top five priorities
in 2016 according to the size of the company. The striking feature to note is that irrespective of
the size of the companies, primary importance was given to raising the number of contacts and
converting them to customers.

Looking deep at the details, every company's two top priorities were to keep on increasing
leads and to turn those leads into customers. Small businesses, with 0-25 employees, gave
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equal emphasis to these two aspects. But a company with 26-200 employees gave the lead gen-
eration and customer conversion the highest priority.

Since small and medium companies spent more on lead generation, they focused less on cost
minimisation to gain customers. Contrary to this, 30% priority was set by large organisations
(more than 201 employees) to reduce this cost and they set the target to earn profit from exist-
ing customers. Medium-sized industry indicated 47% to both increasing revenues derived from
existing customers and providing ROI of marketing activities, whereas, 55% and 58% prece-
dence from a large company and 43% and 33% from the small company was assigned respec-
tively to the same objectives.
