THE ESTABLISHMENT PROBLEM OF THE INSTITUTION OF THE
JOINT BANKRUPTCY OF SPOUSES

Today, the adoption of the bankruptcy procedure for individuals at the
legislative level has allowed many debtors to get rid of the burden of debts and
other obligations to creditors. However, the bankruptcy of individuals is a
relatively recent procedure, which largely justifies the not fully established law
enforcement practice in this area, as well as the problems that arise in the process
of recognizing the debtor as a bankrupt. There is quite often a situation when the
spouses want to become a bankrupt. This situation is justified by the presence of
jointly acquired property and the total budget of the family. This includes also the
wages of both spouses, which part is spent to cover the debt.

It should be noted that the joint bankruptcy of the spouses includes the
problem for the financial manager, which is associated with the establishment of
property that is in the mode of the joint ownership. According to point 7 of article
213.26 of the federal insolvency law the property of the citizen making its share
in the General property, which can be enforced in accordance with civil and
family law, can be included in bankruptcy estate. According to the general rule,
spouses are not responsible to each other's creditors, and it’s provided by the
article 45 of the Family Code of the Russian Federation, that the obligations of
one of the spouses will be levied on the property of this spouse.

As far as in some situations the jointly acquired property of a family can
suffer in case of the bankruptcy, it is necessary to define which property belongs
to this type. So, the paragraph 2 of the article 34 of the Family Code contains an
approximate list of property that belongs to the common property of spouses, it
includes income from labor and business activities, money received by them from
the use of the results of intellectual activity, received pensions, benefits and other
social benefits. Common joint property includes also movable and immovable
things, shares, deposits, as well as securities obtained at the expense of the
common income of spouses.

In accordance with the provisions of the Family Code, the recovery of the
obligations of the spouse is applied first to his separate property and only in case
of its insufficiency, the creditor has the right to demand the allocation of a share
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from the common property. However, if the judicial authority has established that
all the received under the obligations of one of the spouses, was used for the
needs of the family, the recovery is applied to the common property of the
spouses. Spouses are jointly and severally liable for the insufficiency of the
property.

As the Plenum of the Supreme arbitration court of the Russian Federation
"About some issues related to the remuneration of the bankruptcy Trustee in
bankruptcy" explains, bankruptcy Trustee in order to form the bankruptcy estate
according to the interests of all the creditors may apply to the court with the
requirement to divide the common property of spouses. But in that case, that
movable things are in the possession of the debtor, or he is the sole owner of the
property right, the bankruptcy Trustee has the right to proceed from the fact that
this property belongs to the debtor and should be included in the bankruptcy
estate.

The procedure for the sale of property that belongs to one spouse, in respect of
which the bankruptcy procedure is carried out, is spending under the General
conditions provided for by the bankruptcy law. It is possible to separate the
debtor's share from the common property, but this procedure is an independent
judicial process. It should be noted that any creditor of the debtor has the right to
demand the allocation of such a share. To do it, he should only apply to the
district court at the place of registration or residence of the debtor. The spouse of
a potential bankrupt may participate in a bankruptcy case by considering all
issues related to the sale of their common property. Also, the spouse of a person,
who wants to become a bankrupt, is entitled to the share due after the sale of the
property, while the rest will be included in the bankruptcy estate.

Today, according to the current bankruptcy law, if both of spouses are
interested in bankruptcy proceeding’s initiating and want to be recognized as
bankrupt, they need to submit two different applications to the arbitration court,
each other should collect their own package of documents justifying their debt
and pay the state fee twice. Bankruptcy cases in which the spouses are bankrupt
will be considered by different arbitration courts, and different financial
managers will conduct the procedure itself, depending on the place of registration
or residence of each of the debtors. This state of affairs, if we proceed from the
procedure of bankruptcy proceedings for individuals, only aggravates the
financial situation of the family, because the amount of time and money needed
to pay for the procedure increases.

It is advisable to bring the case considered in 2015 by the Novosibirsk
regional court as an example of judicial practice in cases of debtors-spouses.
From the materials of the trial, it was concluded that the court eventually declared
both spouses bankrupt, whose total debt to creditors was 775 thousand rubles.
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The regional court in this case combined the spouses’ bankruptcy applications
into a homogeneous process, formed a single register of creditors' claims and a
single bankruptcy estate. By making the decision, the arbitration court proceeded
from the fact that both potential bankrupts are married, they have jointly acquired
property, which is their joint property in accordance with the article 34 of the
Family Code. Despite the fact that the insolvency law doesn’t provide for the
possibility of a single process in respect of several debtors, the court still
considered the case of the bankrupt in a homogeneous process, arguing that the
separation of bankruptcy proceedings on both persons separately will only
increase the legal costs and aggravate the financial situation of the debtors
themselves. In the end, the case was completed by writing off the debts of both
spouses. Many debtors of the spouse refer to this judgment by filing applications
and in the case of appeal against the rulings, when the arbitration court does not
combine their applications into a homogeneous process.

Now, the position of the arbitration courts is that they don’t consider joint
bankruptcy of spouses, because the bankruptcy law doesn’t provide for the
regulation of bankruptcy of two or more debtors in one case, and the subject in
the regulated legal relations is not the family, but each of the spouses.

It is necessary to consider the opposite of judicial practice regarding a joint
bankruptcy of spouses. So, the court of appeal, which considered the complaint
case of the Arbitration court in St. Petersburg and the Leningrad region in 2017,
have considered the case materials, according to which the court of first instance
refused the spouses to combine their bankruptcy case into one process, concluded
that the decision of the former court is fully justified. The court of appeal
explained its position as follows: there is a special procedure for the sale of the
debtor's property, which is part of the common joint property, in a bankruptcy
case under paragraph 7 of the article 213.26 of the Federal bankruptcy law. The
sale procedure in this case assumes that the bankruptcy estate includes part of the
proceeds from the sale of the common property of the spouses, corresponding to
the debtor's share in it, and the remaining part is paid to the other spouse. In case
when the spouses have common obligations, first are paid the funds belonging to
the second spouse for these obligations, and then the balance is transferred to
him. This provision also does not provide for the possibility of bankruptcy of two
debtors in one case, so the court concluded that the conclusions of the court of
first instance (the Decision of the Thirteenth arbitration court of appeal,
22.02.2017, case No. 13AP-2589/2017) are legitimate.

Conclusion: So, having analyzed the judicial practice, we can be concluded that
today the arbitration courts do not seek to combine the bankruptcy cases of
spouses into a single process. While maintaining a "joint" bankruptcy of spouses
is beneficial because it will reduce the time and cost of consideration of such cat-
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egory of cases, that will positively affect the work of the courts themselves and
not aggravate the financial situation of a potential bankrupt. It is expedient to
provide for the possibility of bankruptcy for both spouses in a homogeneous pro-
cess, for this purpose it is necessary to amend paragraph 7 of the article 213.26 of
the Federal Law "About bankruptcy" and to read it as follows: "the Court may
combine several of the cases related on the grounds of the occurrence of the stat-
ed requirements and (or) presented evidence, as well as in other cases, which can
cause the risk of adopting contradictory judicial acts, on its own initiative or on
petition of the person participating in the case, in one production for their joint
consideration according to the rules provided by the Arbitration procedural code
of the Russian Federation with the features established by the special Federal
law". Joint bankruptcy will allow to consider the available materials in the case
more fully and objectively and to identify the transaction of spouses with the
presence of grounds for their dispute more quickly and it will significantly relieve

the work of the financial Manager to identify all the property of debtors.

Good day dear colleagues! I’'m Mark Minin. I’'m an undergraduate of Law
Institute. Today I’'m going to talk about a problem of modern international
relations. If you have any questions, please save them until the end of my report.
[ am going to talk for 5-7 minutes. My report will consist of two main parts:
history of the problems appearance and a modern their existence. An urgent
problem of modern international relations is the problem of the correlation of the
basic principles of international law with the practice of real international
relations in the first quarter of the XXI century.

The eleven basic principles of international law enshrined in the UN Charter
(1945) and later in the Declaration on Principles of International Law concerning
Friendly Relations and Cooperation between States in Accordance with the UN
Charter (1970), which are the basis of the entire system of international law, have
come into serious conflict with behavior in the international arena in recent
decades individual subjects of international relations. The most active actors of
modern international relations, first of all, are States, their entities and an ever-
growing number of international organizations.

At the same time, no one doubts that the principles themselves are historically
conditioned, have proved their enduring and universal character, and have also
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found their reflection in a number of the most important legal documents of the
United Nations and the legal systems of most states.

Nevertheless, the modern practice of international relations makes us think
about the effectiveness and applicability of the principles of international law in
the new, changed and very dynamically developing conditions of the modern
world.

In our opinion, modern international practice demonstrates a constant
violation of the basic principles of international law enshrined in the UN Charter.

Thus, an example of violation of the principle of “non-use of force and threat
of force” are: the US invasion of Cambodia in 1970; the Soviet invasion of
Afghanistan in 1979; the US in Grenada and Libya in 1983; Panama in 1989; the
US bombing of Yugoslavia in 1999, as well as the military operation “Storm in in
the desert”, conducted by NATO in Iraq in 2003. There are other examples.

The principle of “peaceful settlement of disputes” is also violated by
numerous clashes, conflicts, as well as terrorist actions of various organizations,
as well as civil wars (in 2014-2015 Yemen, Ukraine). The most famous and
protracted Arab-Israeli conflict, which is more than 100 years old, claims
hundreds of lives every year, still cannot find its peaceful resolution, despite
numerous attempts at negotiations.

The principle of “territorial integrity of States” is also regularly violated.
Moreover, violation of the borders of States is qualified by international law as a
crime. As an example, we can cite Iraq's attack on Kuwait in 1991, or the seizure
of the territories of Syria and Iraq by ISIS since 2013.

With the principle of “inviolability of borders" everything is somewhat more
complicated. On the one hand, the neighboring States have the right to
independently change their borders based on mutual interests. So, Russia and
China aligned the border in 2008. At the same time, the area of the transferred
territories to China amounted to 174 sq. km.

However, this principle is often violated by unauthorized intrusion and often
the seizure of a neighbor's territory. This is confirmed by the already mentioned
invasion of ISIS in Iraq and Syria.

The principle of “sovereign equality of states” enshrined in the UN Charter
was violated by the Charter itself, since the five great powers — permanent
members of the Security Council (Great Britain, China, Russia, USA, France)
they were endowed with rights that other UN member states did not have. During
the creation of the UN, this was explained by the contribution of the great powers
to the defeat of fascism, but later this factor lost its relevance.

In addition, in recent decades, the annual meetings of the Group of Eight (G8)
and the G20 (G20), in which most countries of the world do not participate, have
been of great importance for solving global, global problems. At the same time,
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the decisions taken at such meetings are of great importance for all countries of
the world.

The principle of “non-interference in the internal affairs of the state” is
violated most often. Most often, this intervention is associated with civil wars
within States. The extreme form of such interference is the use of armed force.
So, in 2015, several conflicts developed in Yemen, Sudan, the Philippines, India,
and Pakistan at once, accompanied by direct or indirect intervention by external
forces. For example, the United States is actively using its armed forces in Iraq,
Afghanistan, Yemen and other countries.

The principle of “respect for human rights” also has a large practice of
violation. The leaders here are African and Asian states. The right to life, liberty,
personal inviolability, freedom of thought and movement, etc. is violated.
Examples of violations of the principle can be called; child labor in Uganda, the
Philippines, Thailand, Guinea-Bissau and other underdeveloped countries in Asia
and Africa; torture in Guantanamo (Cuba) and Darfur, the Democratic Republic
of the Congo.

An example of violation of the principle of “equality and self-determination of
peoples” are unrecognized States. Examples are Transnistria in Moldova,
Abkhazia and South Ossetia in Georgia, Donetsk People's Republic and Luhansk
People's Republic in Ukraine, etc.

In addition, there is a certain contradiction between the principles of self-
determination of peoples and the principle of territorial integrity of States. There
1s no consensus among researchers about the predominance of one principle over
another. For example, in the Ukrainian-Russian contradictions over Crimea, each
side appeals to different principles. Ukraine refers to the principle of
“inviolability of borders”, proving that Crimea belongs to this state, while Russia
is based on the principle of “self-determination of peoples”.

The principle of “cooperation of States” means that the implementation of all
other principles of international law is possible only through cooperation. The
increased number of global problems that States cannot cope with alone pushes
them to cooperate. However, the presence of domestic peculiarities and
constraining factors of national, religious, economic and cultural properties,
constrains equal cooperation.

On the other hand, the State's participation in various unions and international
organizations often poses a threat to national sovereignty, which limits the desire
for joint problem solving.

The principle of “conscientious fulfillment of international obligations” is
violated by non-fulfillment of assumed obligations for political, economic
reasons, as well as due to objectively emerging reasons for which further
fulfillment of obligations becomes impossible.
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Thus, today the world community is in a very difficult situation when it is
necessary either to recognize the disparity of the basic principles of international
law among themselves, and to create a new hierarchy of principles of “new”
international law, strengthening the role of the UN, or to witness the loss of its
legal status by modern international law.

The violation of the balance of power in international relations and the loss of
stability of the international legal order creates, in my opinion, an objective need
to reform international law and its basic principles.

Studying of problems of modern international relations is very relevant
currently. I believe that everyone should think about this issue considering the
problems in their professional field.
