This is the formulation of the laws of conservation of matter in relation to the natural environment.

A natural or social system can develop only through the use of energy and information resources of its
environment. The main difference between the processes in living nature and human society is that nature
as a whole is almost waste-free, due to the observance of the quantitative balance of masses and the
equality of the rates of synthesis and decay, which means a high degree of closure of the cycle of
substances in the biosphere. The effect of this law is that waste or side effects (effects) of production are
irreversible, they can only be transferred from one form to another or moved in space, and their effect can
be stretched over time, and any pollution of nature returns to man in the form of an "ecological
boomerang".

2. Where can the snow collected on the roads of the city be exported and unloaded (taking into account the
economic and environmental consequences)? Justify the answer.(5)

Snow accumulates a significant amount of pollution over a long period of time. These pollutants include
vehicle exhausts containing petroleum products, lead; deicing reagents (for example, salt), emissions from
industrial enterprises (heavy metals, sulfur compounds, organic substances, etc.). After snowmelt, thawed
runoff enters water bodies, soil, groundwater and causes negative changes in them. Therefore, snow must
be exported to special sites (landfills) that are located at a distance from important natural objects
(environmental criteria) and that are located near the place of export (economic criteria).
